- (ROOKE & In this edition I propose to deal briecfly with the chureh at Crooke.

The church building was monastic and pertained toe the adjoining precept-
ory of Knights Templars, Beside the church is a well known as St. John's
well, The church was probably dedicated to St, John the Daptist.

SUPERSTITION & THE ' PILLAR STONES OF KILROSSANTY

What are pillar stones? In brief woe don't know. Thoe remains of [':n“
f them still exist in this parish. Some may be the remains of druidic
stone circles; others may simply be uninscribed grave mark ingrs f'rom ancier
times, Whatever the origins, they are s till regarded with n' certain awe

around Kilressanty parish,.

There is one, . for instance, nsar the Dalligan bridge on the Mauma 0
which was 2 stopping point for funcrals up te the introduction of mogpor-
ised henrses. It stands 8' high and is marked on 0. 5, maps as "Dallaun”
(the word most used in Waterford for pillar storms ). How it was manouv-

ered into position or its original function, must remain hidden in the
past.

In nearby Curraun stands another such stone known as the "Fear Breige"
(the Talse man ) , presumably become of iLts rescmblnpce to 1 human figure
standing sentincel on the hillside, vo o prominent wns it, that in 1921 the
[..A,, unaffected by loenl superstitions, knocked it downt as it provided
too handy 1 landmark.

In the gap of the mountain known ns Bearna nn Madea are three pillar
stones which may well have formed n circle. Here towo, funerals used to
halt and 'a story is still told of the traveller in the carly eighteen
hundreds whose corpse was found huddled at (he oot ol one of the stones.

No particular stories attach to the other two stones, A Large one
{urther north is called "Stacn Phadraig Mhoir', and a smaller are in Ash-
town has no recorded namao.

Perhaps these are mere peological nnomalics and the superstilion
acerued lder, as with so mnny o ther prehistoriec feoatures, P onob, wo
would certninly like to henr the opinicns of othoers. g

Dogroed by financial diffie-
ulties thoey morip:r»d the farm in 1861 {or LL,800 to idward Narden, who
in turn sold it to Bdward Kelly of the Adelphi Hotel, Yatoertord.,

Catherine must have becen childless as she left the farm Lo a cousin,
John Marcus Barron (who was married to a Mary Barron of Dungarvan!) John
and Mary lived in Georgestown until 1879, Edward Kelly meanwhile had the
mortgage. The house then lay empty and £150 p.,a. had still to he paid to
a Richard Power, At this stage the son of Barron's sclicitor, a land
valuer who was interesicd in horses, decided to buy Georgestown Tarm for
himself and gave Richaid Power £2,200 for the annuity in 1890, He had
to wait a further two ycars before Edward Kelly's mortgage became offic-
ial awnership and Edward sold it to him., Coincidently, he too was a Kelly
- Richarq Henry. ¥

And so, in 1892, after one hundred years ol legal and financial diff-
iculty the land and twe houses passed out of the hands ol thoe Powdrs and
Barrons, into the posscssion of Richard VW, Kelly, the land valucr. Here
he lived for 30 yecars, building stables and fences, as well as draining
the land. He never married so that in 1922 the farm went Lo his married
sister'as family (StephanSQns o Carrick-on Suirl]. ln 1927 his ne phew
mortgaged it to the National Bank, which sold must of ii to Richard MeGrat
of Moylan in 1929, Ile.moyed into the farm house s50ling Gearestown House

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In digging the trial holes we came on &~ brick struciure about
2' below ground which at first looked like the covering of o culvert,
but further investigation showed thatlt it was limited Lo extent., A
hole was excavated at one end to about 2! belew the cron of the brick=-
work just barely big enough to allow a person to climb in backwnrds,
into what appeared to be a burial wvault.

The entrance wasa about 34" wide botweon mason ¢y wnlls and led
into a large chamber approximately 13' longr, 11" wide and perhaps 9°
to the crown of the vault., At the 'ffar end there was n smaller ault
about 9'x5' and to one side of the antrance to this smaller voua .t
could be seen what apperarcd to be n tomb with parts of a1 skelaton still
in place.

The entrance passage had been t'illed in with rubble and rubbish
which had entered the large vaull leaving the surface fo thoe rubble
sloping down to the floor. There was about 2'6" of water in the vault
and underneath-could be seen the remains of at leoast 't coffins and
some scattered bones. The water was very olear and a sample taken

was found to be one of the purest ever testod by the local Mealth
Authority.

Tt seemed that at ono time it had been ppen, with possibly &
flight of steps leanding down to itt, nnd thon, pessible well over o
hundred years ag:, a wall had been demolished aod throwa into the
passage and a new wall built (this wall has in; its turn been removed
and a concrete bloek woll built on its site ).

I am fairly certain, and sc is Mr. Stn Carcoll, who has seen
the place, that it had not been entered <inc it was Tirst partly
filled in, This vault is situated in vne of the oldest areas of Water-—

Fr. TaUL SHERLOCK S.J.

In the seventeenth century watervford men were prominent in the
Irish Colloges of Spain, France and Ttaly. They came of well-known
merchant familics gnd were, in many casgs, related one tu another.
Fr. Paul Sherlock was cvne of these, [His father, Jomes Sherlock of
Ballydavid, was marricd to Margaret Ley or Lee, and was the son and

successor 'of 'James T Gracedieu,

Also, in the later part of the sixtecenth and carly scventecenth
conturies the South-East of Ireland Ind o very fince cltassical trad-
ition of education., Peter White, a Waterford man, in his native city,
and lateri in Kilkenny, John Flahy of YWalercord, amd dcbhbert Saul of
Cashel were among the successful masters of the perivd, There was as
well a notable schoul at Clomnel wherce Bonaventure Baron began his
educaticocn, Thesa masters preparved many future scholars, professors
and administrators for the Irish colleges abrond,

Paul Sherlock left Waterford in 1612 at the age of seventeen,
and entered the Suciety of Joesus in Spain at Salamanen. Here he
completed his studies for the priesthocd md wns ardained, tle became
Recter uf the Coullegoe at St. Iage de Compustelln, amd in 1631 was
nominated Rector of the Irish Colloge 0 Salamanca, whoere Irishmen
studied for more thian thes hundred yonrs. He was alse appointed
Censor of Doctrine by the Sacred fnguisttuon., Huring these years
he continued to profess varicus theologprie dl subjoets and to pursuae
hisa own studics,

In 1640 his most Camous work ontitled "Anteloguis Coprit ot ionem
in Salmonis Canticorum Canticum"”, + prolosue for meditation on the
Cantiegle: of Chnnticles. [t wis woelcomed with praise by Calderon, the
Biblical scholar, and Joannes de Jdes celebeated its publicatrion in
verse in Hebrcew, Groek and Latin, Lt hns since been roprinted sevoral
times, and was to be feund in moest well cquippod theclopical Libpae-~
ies, His other warks arc not a% well hnown, but woere widoely pead by
biblical schoulars. There was nlso in Salamanca o momusceript tife of
Fr, William Bath which was attributed to Fr, Sherlock,

A few years before the death of Fr. Sherlock Fr. Ywboert Nugent,

"the Superior of the Jesuite in Ireland wrote t¢ the Fp General Viteil-

leshi on the 24th April 1642 asking fr twe Waterford mon to work in
the city "Fr, Peter Wadding from Bcechemin, or his brouther Luke from
Salamanca and Fr, Payul Sherlock”. Imesat A yenr later Fr, Nupgent
wrote ‘again on the 28th February, 16493 "I hope your paternity wild
sencé us from Spailn Fr. Lukdé Wadding and I'r, Paul Sherlock whe are
absolutely necessary to this missicn”. The fathers Whdding rolferred
Lo s Fr, Nugent were cousins of the ffamous Fr. Luke thoe Franciscan.

S0 there are no mysterious processe o iuvolved in uncoveringe the
past of a locality, and therec are really no "authorities" in local
history. Hence we invite anyone who has any unpubl ished local inform-
ation to submit it to us, that it miy bo recorded before it is for-
gotten., Much of such published imformation ns is availablie, is in
the .standard histories of Waterfor: (by Smith, fyland, Hansaore', Egan "
LLAW S

and Downey); in Canon Power's two books; nne in the Vaterford and .
South East Archeological Journal's. While it in difficult to buy these
now, they may be consulted in the Reference toem in the City Library,

In addition tc these the County Lilkrary in Lismore has.n prood seléction
of pamphletson variocus aspceets fo Waterford's histury.

A wvisit to Dublin is necessary for these who wlish o consult the
other major sources, In the National Libtrary, Tor instance, one may
consult the census firures.for YWaterford goinge back to 1821, or the
published details of cwnership of land in the mid-ninteenth century
from Griffith's prima y Valuation. Even more uscful, perhaps, nr
the largely manuscrint documents un the nine miles of shelving in the
Public Reccrd Office, but it is difficult to¢ know just what to ask for.
Here one may find details c¢f land-ownership and confiscation in each
parish during the Cromwellian Plantation from the Nown Survey. and- Maps,
or the reports of the Famine Reliefl Committees for cach district, for
instance. Photcecopies of many ¢f these are availoble for the use of
teachers in the pcacher's Coentre on the Mall., Copics of the intex to
them n~re available on request. *
