Centenary Celebrations

—  m———

TALLOW that nice little town-

ship on the Bride, was en
fete on Wednesday last on the
occasion of the Centenary of the
coming of the Carmelite Com-
munity to take up residence at St.
Joseph’s Convent, on July, 29th.,
1836.

The streets of the town presented a
festive appearance being gaily decorated
with vari-coloured streamers and reli-
gions flags, while in the beautiful
grounds attached to the Convent a mag-
pificent altar was erected.

Some time back a meeting of the
townspeople was held at which it was de-
cided to have a statue of the Sacred
Heart erected in the Convent Grounds
as a tribute of respect and esteem from
the people of the town and parish, the
past pupils of the Convent and the many
friends of the Carmelite Community, in
gratitude for the manifold favours re-
ceived through the prayers and medita-
tion of the nuns during the past cen-
tury. . For the purpose of carrying out
this laudable work a committee consist-
ing of Very Rev. Canon F. Prendergast,
P.P., as President, Rev. Fr. Corbett,
C.C., Vice-President and Mr. Reynolds,
Manager Munster and Leinster Bank, as
Treasurer was formed and a subscription
list opened. The amount required was
subscribed in a very short space of time.

On Wednesday morning in the pre-
sence of a large number of priests and
the entire populace of Tallow and sur-
rounding  districts, the celebrations
opened with the unveiling of the
beautiful statue of the Sacred Heart by
Rev. Fr. Corbett, C.C., (in the unavoid-
able absence of the President, Very Rev.
Canon Prendergast, who was ill and un-
able to attend). The Convent school
choir (led by the Misses Delaney and
Hodnett, teachers) rendering that appro-
priate hymn: “ A Message To The
Saered Heart."

The Statue of beautiful marble, stands
in the centre of the lawn opposite the
Convent and bears the following inscrip-
tion :—

““ Erected by the Priests and people
of Tallow and other friends of the
Carmelite Nuns in gratitude to mark
the Centenary of their advent to the
Parish 1836-1936.”

After the unveiling ceremony Solemn
High Mass was celebrated by Very Rev.
Lawrence Murphy, O.D.C., Prior St.
Theresa's Clarendon St., Dublin; the
deacon was Rev. Fr. Luke Mulholland,
O.D.C.. Rector St.! Therese's Castle-
martyr, and the sub-deacon, Rev. Fr.
Hilary Mulholland, O.D.C., St. Mary's,
Morchampton Road, Dublin. Carmelite
students from St. Mary's, Morehampton
Road, sang the music of the Mass, and
the other priests present were :—Rev. J.
Corbett, C.C., Tallow, Very Rev. M.
Doolev, P.P., Ballyduff, Rev. T.
Dunphy, C.C., Cappoquin, Rev. H.
O'Brien. C.C., Rathcormac; Rev. T.
Walsh, C.C., B.A., Dungarvan; Rev. P.
O'Mahony, C.C., Whitegate; Rev. J.
Murphy, C.C., Lismore; Rev. J. Walsh,
C.C. Ballyduff; Rev. J. Hickey, C.C.,
Knockanore; Rev. W. Divine, O.M.I.

Following the Mass Rev. Fr. Michael
Moylan, O.D.C., Morehampton Road,
preached an eloquent sermon.

Taking as his text: “ Mary hath
chosen the best part and it shall not be
taken away from her,” the Rev.
Preacher said : '* Strange as it may
sound in your ears, you who dwell in the
full light of Catholic tradition, whose
hearts are instinctive to the deep things
of the faith, vet it is true, that many—
even Catholics—do not appreciate the
ideal of the contemplative life—do not
grasp the meaning of the life your nuns
have lived here for a hundred years in
the silence of their cloister. To tend the
sick—that they understand. To instruct
the ignorant, to feed the hungry, to en-
gage in any of the other countless works
of mercy, is intelligible, is noble. But
for a boy or girl in the bloom of youth,
in the flowering of his or her faculties,
to enter an enclosed Order, 1s to squan-
der. ““Why was this waste of ointment
made "' .

‘““My brethern, Our Lord Himself
answered the question when the question
was first raised. Youn recall the scene
The Master was at table with His dis-
ciples at the house of Simon the Leper in
Bethany. A woman same with an alabas-
ter box of precious ointment and poured
it out upon His head. Someone mdig-
nant said : ‘Why was this waste of oint-
ment made ? It might have been sold
and the money given to the poor.’ But
Our Lord said : ‘Let her alone; she hath
wrought a good work upon Me . . . the
poor you have always with you, and
whensoever you will you can do them
good; but Me you have not always.' "'

He emphasises more clearly on another
occasion the primacy of the contempla-
tive life. He is again in Bethany, in the
house of His friend Lazarus. Both of
the sisters of Lazarus honour the Divine

| Guest, but each in her own way. Mary

sits listening in silent rapture to His
words. Martha bustles about in loving
haste to prepare the meal, and canmot
refrain from drawing His attention to her
sister's apparent laziness. But Our Lord
smilingly  defends Mary; ‘‘Martha,
Martha, thou art careful and busy about
many things . . . Mary hath chosen the
best part.’”

Having traced the foundation of the
Carmelite Order by St. Teresa, the
preacher continued :—'‘Just a hundred
years ago today “five intrepid
daughters of St. Theresa came to
establish themselves in this town
of Tallow. A few years before the eman-
cipated bells of the Church in Ireland
had rung out the dawn after the dark
night of persecution. New teaching Or-
ders were springing up all round. Ed-
mund Rice of Waterford and his Chris-
tion Brothers for the boys; Nano Nagle's
Presentation Nuns for the girls. Mother
MacAuley was already sending out from
Dublin her sisters on their errand of
mercy to the sick, the poor and ignorant.
Yet, things were only beginning, and
when Father Eugene Condon, Parish
Priest of Tallow, went to Dublin in quest
of teaching nuns for his schools he could
find none. He appealed to the Carmelite
nuns at Warrenmount, and they, tfue
daughters of the Apostolic Teresa, con-
sented to undertake the work for a time.
The actual foundation reminds one of
those, the great Saint made herself. There
was the long wearying journey of three
days by stage coach. There was evel a
night in an inn. And a night among the

Ursulines at Waterford. One can fancy | g

how the daughters of St. Teresa were en-
tertained, the nuns glad to find that like

‘the Mother, the Carmelites could be

saints and merry. Arriving at their new
home, they knelt and reverently kissed
the door step. Entering they chanted
the Te Deum. A hundred years haye:
passed,  Often they were years of
struggle and privation, even destitution.
But that is the food of the Carmelites.
They were always years of grace. In
time they were enabled to hand the
schools on to others and live in their
rule again in all its primitive rigour. And
please God, for evermore the Carmel of
Tallow will be a home of prayer and
hidgen sacrifice.”

Now I have a declicate, though a v
‘pleasing task to perform—to be the

mouthpiece to you of voices that silenc-
ed themselves for ever in this outer
world of ours. The nuns first had only
thought of community celebrations. |
expect we can attribute it to their
humility. Probably they never thought
you had anything to be grateful to them
for. Anyhow, they were deeply touched
when you demanded to be allowed to re-
joice with them. They were over-whelm-
ed when you insisted that there was
something for which to be grateful. 1
wish 1 could really express in some faint
way the gratitude the Mother Prioress
and the nuns feel towards you all—the
priests first and then the people for your
beautiful gift to them, This magnificent
Sacred Heart statue will remain here al-
ways at the convent door. It will be a
symbol of the union that exists between
you and the nuns. It will be a token of
your love, your appreciation of them.
It will be sign, too, of their gratitude
to you, of their continued intercession
for you at the feet of their Master. As
daughters of St. Teresa they have to be
victims for the Universal Church, they
have to intercede for all men. But as
daughters of the Church of Lismore they
will also offer up the merits of their peni-
tential life, they send unceasing prayers
for the Church of Lismore for her bishop,
her priests, and her people.

The ceremonies concluded with Solemn
Benediction of the Most Blessed Sacra-
ment and the imparting of the Papal
Blessing to all present.

MEETING IN DUNGARVAN

An enthusiastic meeting was held in
the Town Hall, Dungarvan, on Sunday,
26th.. at which delegates attended from
all parts of the county.

Qpening the meeting the Hon. Sec.,

inted out that it was not possible for

im to get in touch with the eastern por-
tion of the county, but that he was glad
to see so many present at the meeting.

Bill Quirke then occupied the ¢chair
and in the course of his address, he
pointed out that this new branch of the
association was non-political and pon-
sectarian, and that he wished to siress
that point. The objects were to secure
land for the landless in economic hold-
ings. He pointed out that the popula-
tion of this county in 1851 was 184,000
and in 1926 was 75,000. The number
of acres under wheat in 1851 was 45,000
and in 1031 was 23.

Through this association the Land
Commission will be informed of the gcre-
age of land available for distribution and
the names of men who are suitable and
who could adapt themselves to work
land to the benefit of themselves and the
country. This new association must be
open fo every man regardiess of class,
creed or politics, provided that he i§ in-
terested in the great national problem of
Land Settlement.

He referred to the number of people
eking out a miserable existence on the
slopes of the mountains, while large
tracts of land are retained in pasture to
feed the bullock, untilled and growing
weeds. The law valuation is réla-
tively high %h being valued on a
wheat growing basis and quoted figures
to prove this, It will be said against us
that we are now about to confiscate land
but while there is land going to wasteé
under ranches and while there are men
without land the work of the associa-
tion must proceed apace. You should
have the support of every section of the
community as in other jurts of the coun-
try where land division has taken place
the benefits to the community are already
visible,. Towns and villages are being
given a new life as a result of the increas-
ed number of land holders.

Apart altogether from the National
gain there is the advantage to the indi-
vidual. Each man who s being given
a holding is, in fact, getting a present of
{500 in value. In most cases where ex-
tensions are given, a free house is thrown
in and the amount of money spent on
improvements is a matter of no small|im-
portance.

In the course of a detailed explanation
of the New Land Bill now going through
the Dail, Mr. Goulding said this was
necessary as many tenants were contest-
ing the powers of the Land Commission
to acquire o-d divide up large estites.
This Bill will - ve the required powers
to purchase l.rge estates which could
be divided and distributed in lots of 20
and 25 acres to suitable workers. Until
this Act is in force the work of the Land
Commission will remain seriously imped-
ed in many arcas. The Chairman 'has
already ‘pointed out to the meeting that
this is purely a non-political Association,
its one and only object being to see that
all large estates are divided in economic
lots and distributed to the various appli-
cants irrespective of political affiliations.
Having quoted from the draft of the
New Land Bill he said that the present
Government will be charged with taking
from the holders fixity of Tenure. That
is not the intention of the present Bill,
but to put the Land Commssion in the
position of acquiring large tracts of land
that are now going waste and of no bene-
fit to the general community, He ex-
horted all to point out to their friends
that there is no party politics in this As-
sociation and for its success in the future
they must at all times be debarred from
discussion. He was glad to see some here
today who, in politics, were totally op-
posed to himself and they have as much
right to be present as he had himself
and be was convinced that the npext
meeting will show to others that this new
Assoclation is going to grow into an
active, powerful and non-political body
of workers interested in Land Settlement.

THE ISSUES DEFINED

To fill the vacancy in the Dail caused
bv the death of Mr. P, Hogan, T.D,, ex-
Minister for Agricuiture, a by-election
is being held in Galway. Polling will
take place on August 13th.

The candidates are :—

Fianna Fail—Mr. M. Neilan.
Fine Gael—Professor J. Hogan.

Speaking in Galway President de
Valera referred to the programme put
before the electorate by the Fianna Fail
Party at the 1932 and 1933 General
Elections, and said he challenged any
citizen, or any elector in that constitu-
ency, to go through that programme
item by item and ask himself the question
Had there been deception in regard to a
gingle one of them ? A

They promised in the 1933 election to
strive to get the statesmen of Great Bri-
tain to rcalise that a lasting peace be-
tween the two people could be secured,
provided there was clear recognition on
the part of Britain that the people of Ire-
land had the right to determine freely for
themselves what their governmental in-
stitutions were to be and to what extent
there should be co-operation with them
on matters of agreed concern. He
thought it necessary to enter into these
matters because after a period of four
years, efforts were now being made to
suggest that they had deceived the elec-
tors.

The last year of a period of office like
theirs, with a programme such as theirs,
was the time in which they would expect
to see matured the fruits of their policy.
If the Government was not shown clear-
ly that it had the people’s confidence it
would not be able for the nation, to reap
the full fruits of that policy.

This year, not merely because it was
the year in which their policy should
mature, but for other reasons also, was
going to be an important year for the
nation.

He asked them to look back and ask
themselves hag there been fulfilment of
what Fianna Fail had promised. They
promised the oath of allegiance would go
and had it not gone ? They promised
that the Governor-General's functions
should be so reduced that it would be
apparent to everybody there was no need
and no use for such an office. Had they
not done so. They refused to recognise
an outside tribunal as the highest tri-
bunal for their country, and appeals to
the Privy Council had also gone.

The President said that when the pro-
gramme was put before the people they
would not be asked to wvote blindly—
they would be voting for something they
would have in black and white.

That Constitution, when it had passed
the Dail would not be put into operation
until a new parliament, by resolution, |
voted it into operation, and he hoped it |
would be possible to devise machinery so |
that at the free general election which |
would be held in due course, the people
would be voting separately and indepen- |
dently from their voting for candidates, !
“yes”" or “‘no” for that Constitution.

He wanted Fianna Fail to have the
privilege of being able to put that Con-
stitution before the people, and if they
wanted to enable that to’ be done, then
not one of them who believed in the!
Fianna Fail policy would stay away from
the polls or deny the organisation the
support it required for a smashing vic-
tory in that election. {

WORK TO BEGIN AT BONMAHON

Work will be started almost immedia-
tely on the new mining venture in Bon-
mahon, the mineral rights in respect of
which, over an area, extending beyond
12 square miles, and embracing the site
of the old Bonmahon Copper Mine, are
being sought by an international group
of industralists.

The decision to commence work was
announced at a sitting of the Mining
Board at the Department of Industry
and Commerce by Mr .Arthur Brough-
ton Broughton-Edge, of Rickmanstown,
Hertford, who, with Mr. Nils Erik Len-
ander, Orkla, Norway, and Mr. Lawa
rence Austen Impey, Oxford, are behind
the project.

Mr. Broughton Broughton-Edge stated
that experts were already setting out
from Norway to begin operations in Co.
Waterford. These operations will in-
clude the sinking of shafts and making
of borings.

The Board sat to hear three applica-
tions to determine the amount of com-
pensation payable in consideration of the
grant of Mining Right No. 4 Order,
1926, by the Minister for Industry and
Commerce on June 30, 1936. The ap-
plications were brought by Messrs. Len-
ander, Broughton Broughton-Edge and
Impey in the first instance, and Mr. H.
D. Keane, solr., 21 O'Connell St., Wa-
terford, in the second case.

A third application was supported by
Mr. H. Moloney, KX., on behalf of
John. J. Murphy, Mrs. Agnes Poole,
Edward Murphy, Kathleen Murphy and
Annie Murphy, next-of-kin of Michael
Murphy, deceased, of Ballinasissla.

He asked for an adjournment of the
applications to enable his clients to pre-
pare their case.

Mr. E. ]J. Phelps, K.C., opposed the
application on behalf of the applicants,
stating that an adjournment would be
serious in view of the fact that any dis-
coveries made might influence the ques-
tion of values and compensation during
thé period of the adjournment. Mr,
Broughton Broughton-Edge, stated that
this was the only remaining area in
which they had not yet secured mineral
rights, and it was their policy not to be-
gin work until they had secured rights
over the whole area.

The Board adjourned the applications
until August 6th.

Spaking after the Fine Gael ‘C.onvt-n-!
tion in Galway on Sunday, Mr. Cosgrave
said that they had taken the course of
contesting this by-election at the earliest
possible moment so that the people of !
that great and representative consnm-i
ency might have an opportunity of de-
claring their views on the policy of the
Government.  That policy had been
amply tested. Its results, good and bad,

must now be apparent.

“What are they ? In the political
sphere ““we have continued unsettle-
ment at home, perpetual wrangling about
words, and exploitation for purely party
purposes of greaf and honoured names
in Irish history.

Lime Subsidy Scheme1936-'37.

CAPPOQUIN DISTRICT GOURT.

PUBLICANS. CASES ADJOURNED

Mr, A. R. Farrell, solr., Dungarvan.
mentioned the cases of two Cappoquin
Publicans, who were charged with alleg-
ed breaches of the Litensing Act, and
asked to have them adjourned to the
November Court. He said that in both
cases a number of persons who were out-
side the 3-miles limit had been found on
the premises during closing time, and it
was contended by the State that those
persons had ceased to be bona-fide tra-
vellers, as they had attended dances in
Cappoquin on the two nights in ques-
tion.

Mr. Farrell then referred to the Sligo
case in which a prosecution on similar
lines had been dismissed by the District
Justice, but this decision had been later
reversed by the High Court, and the mat-
ter had now been taken to the Supreme
Court for final decision, but as it seemed
unlikely that the case would be decided
until aiter the long vacation, he asked
that the present cases be adjourned to
the November Court, as the decision of
the Supreme Court would hardly be
given before then.

The Justice said he would adjourn
both cases to the October Court, and of
course this adjournment also applied to
all the defendants found on the pre-
mises on the two occasions in question.

Inspector O'Shaughnessy, Waterford,
said he had no objection to the adjourn-
ment,

Heavy Fine On Motorist

Superintendent  Quinlan,  Lismore,
summoned Joseph Connery, Villierstown
for driving a motor car for which the
Road Tax had expired, and on a second
count the defendant was charged with
having made a false declaration to the
effect that the car had not been previous-
Iy used since the licence had expired in
December 1635.

Mr. Wm. K. Hodnett, solr.. Youghal,
appeared for the defendant, who was not
present in Court,

Mr. Hodnett said that he was rather
badly handicapped in his defence by not
having Mr. Connery present, and the
only explanation whicn he could ofier
for his absence was that this case had
been already adjourned several —times,
and his client may not have been aware
that the case was coming on today.

The Justice said that was no excuse at
all, as the defendant should have ap-
peared personally to answer the charges.

Guard Daly, Villierstown, gave evi-
dence of having found the defendant
driving his car during January, the Road
lax on which had expired on December
31st., 1935.

Defendant explained to him at the
time that the delay in renewing the tax
was due to some trouble which he had
about the Insurance, but that he had
since sent on the money for taxation to
the Co, Council office, but had not yet
received his licence.

Mr. Liam Hayes, Taxation Officer,
Waterford County Council, having been
examined in support of the prosecution,

Mr. Hodnett pleaded extenuating cir-
cumstances, and said that owing to the
nature of defendant’s business he found
it necessary to use the car, and he asked
that only a light penalty be inflicted.

The Justice said it was a very serious
thing for any person to use a motor car
without being taxed or covered by insur-
ance, and he could not treat such a case
lightly.

He fined defendant {1 for not having
the car taxed, and f4 on the second
charge, and said that this total fine of
{5 was only one-tenth of the amount
which he could have imposed, as he
could have fined defendant £50 for this
offence. He asked if there were any ex-
penses in connection with the case

Inspector O'Shaughnessy, Waterford,
who prosecuted in the absence, through
illness of Supt. Quinlan, said that Mr.
Liam I'ayes, Taxation Officer, had to
pay 11/- for a motor car from Dungar-
van and the Justice ordered that defend-
ant should pay this amount as costs, in
addition to the fines imposed.

Alleged Arson

A young man named Michael Moun-
tain was charged on remand with alleg-
ed arson at Knockanore, at the suit of
Supt. Quinlan, Lismore.

Inspector O'Shaughnessy, Waterford,
appeared to prosecute, and Mr. J. W.
0'Gorman ,solr., Lismore, appeared for
the accused.

On the application of the Inspector,
accused was further remanded to the
next District Court at Lismore, after a
protest by Mr. O'Gorman that the
Guards had plenty of time to have all the
evidence completed before now.

The Justice rather warmly replied that
neither Mr. O'Gorman nor his client
could have any. grievance over a further
remand, as the accused would be ad-
mitted to bail in the meantime.

Accused' was then allowed out on bail
of [50. with two sureties of {25 each,
which were immediately forthcoming,
after which accused was released from
custody,

Drunk And Disorderly

Guard Wm. Moloney, Cappoquin,
summoned Patrick Smith, Ballingown,
Villierstown, for being drunk and dis-
orderly in Cappoquin on Sunday night,
Jnne 21st,

Complainant said that defendant was
very drunk on the occasion, and was
also disorderly by taking off his coat and
looking for fight, and actually assaulted
his father when he tried to bring him
home.

Defendant, who did not appear was
fined 10/-.

Sergt. Dalton, Cappoquin, summoned
an itinerant labourer named John Mc-
Clune, Ballysaggarthbeg, Lismore, for
drunkness in Cappoquin, and a fine of
5/- was imposed.

James O'Brien, Salterbridge, who was
one of the most staunch and generous
supporters of the National cause in his
day, and was a prominent; Nationalist
member of the Lismore Board of Guard-
ians and Rural District Council for many
VEIArs.

The practical training which Mr. Hen-
nessy had received in America stood him
in good stead when he took over the farm
from his father-in-law, and lfor the past
quarter of a century he was one of the
most prosperous farmers in the Cappo-
quin district. A man of sterling honesty
and uprightness in all his business deal-
ings, he was a kind, generous and most
obliging neighbour who was always held
in the highest respect and esteem by all
classes of the community and his family
have the deepest sympathy in their great
affliction.

On Friday evening the remains were
removed to St. Mary’s Catholic Church,
Cappoquin, when the large cortege which
followed the coffin bore striking testi-
mony to the popularity enjoyed by the
deceased.

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GALWAY ELECTION

George Noble Count Plunkett, was un-
animously selected as the Republican
candidate for the Co. Galway by-election
at a Convention of Sinn Fein and
Cumann Poblachta na h-Eireann in Gal-
way.
Aged 83, Count Plunkett has had long
associations with Irish politics. In 1884,
when he received his title from Pope Leo
XI1I., he unsuccessfully contested seve-
ral seats for Parliament. It was, how-
ever, through his work that the St. Step-
hen’s Green Division was won for the
Nationalists.

When eventually a vacancy occurred
he declined the seat, and recommended
the candidate who was clected.

During the “Split"” Count Plunkett
stood by Parnell, whom he had met
when he first joined' Butt's movement.

In 19017 "Count Plunkett was elected
for North Roscommon in the Sinn Fein
inerest.  He was the first Sinn Fein can-
didate elected on the Abstentionist policy.

Count Plunkett then became leader.
temporarily, of the Sinn Fein movement
and convened the Assembly in Dublin at
which the foundations of the movement
were really laid.

He remained in command until the
amnesty, when he gave way to President
de Valera.

Count Plunkett was included in the

round-up 0f1918, and spent many months |

in an English prison.

Count Plunkett continued as, Dail
Eireann representative for a Roscommon
constituency until 1927.

BIG SUGAR PROFITS

At the annual meeting of the Irish
Sugar Co., the balance sheet showed that
for the year ended April 30, 1936 the
trading profit, after charging all manu-
facturing and selling expenses, includ-
ing directors’ remuneration and taxation,
amounted to £270,130 (inc. of over
£38,000), and, being added a forward
balance of [45,137, £315,268 was left
for distribution. Of this, £148,842 was
written off for depreciation of premises
and plant.

After payment of interim dividends,
underwriting, etc., relating to the issue
of £500,000 4 per cent. stock last year,
and addition to reserve for sinking fund
and general purposes, a surplus of
{77,394 was left on the profit and loss ac-
count.

After allocation of 5 per cent. dividend
on Ordinary shares and final dividend of
3 per cent. (making 6 p.c. for year) on
Preference shares, £46,393 was left for
carry forward to next account.

Diseussing the possibility of dual-pur-
pose cattle—whether milk and beef can
be obtained from one breed—Mr, D. A.
Bucanan Smith, the well-known Geneti-
cist of the University of Edinburgh, says |
in the “Shorthorn Breeders'. Review,”
that it is a common place in biology that
while a plant or animal is busily engaged
in growth, it has little or no energy left !
for reproduction.

It is this argument, says Mr. Buchanan |
Smith, which is used in many forms
against the possibility of combining in one
animal the functions both of beef and|
and milk for beef represents energy used
for growth, and milk energy used for re-
production. There is a certain justifica-
tion for such an argument. Physiologi-
cally the simultaneous production of beef
and milk is incompatible. But the fact
that the two take place (or ought to take
place under modern systems of agricul-
ture) at different periods in the life of the
animal, appears to have been ignored.

Modern standards of aquality beel de-
mand an animal killed before it is two
years old. There is a distinet demand
for meat from animals slaughtered at
around 18 months of age. Allowing even
24 years as the best age for slaughtering,
then the ienroductive system is not called
into full action until the growth period is
almost at an end.

In most cases procreation does not at-
tempt to take place simultaneously with
growth, but it is not expected to achieve
the full exoression of sexual maturity
(i.e,,—milk productiod( till it is 2} or 3
years of age. Therefore, this argument
which is used against dual-purpose cattle
is really one of the strongest in their fav-
our.

Undoubtely,  cattle can be obtained
which attain beef and sexual maturity at
the same time; But in the proper type of
dual-purpose caftle, there is an appreci-
able difference between the two. It is this
difference that' breeders of dual-purpose
cattle are taking advantage of, whether
they realise it or not.

This confusion of thought has probably
been caused by selection for one quality
only, regardless of the other. After all, a
deep milker requires some of the consti-
tution of the beef animal to enable her to
express her potentialities .

“There js this further point in regard
to the dual-purpose animal,” says Mr.
Buchanan-Smith. *“ Recent years have
seen’ the introduction and extension
of what is known as the ‘Hosier’' system
of milking cows in the field. The circum-
stances of this type of farming demand a
cow of a hardy type. They also prevent
the last drop of milk being squeezed from
the cow which is not milked to her fullest
capacity,

“When a breeder, working on such a
system, is able to get a good supply of
young dual-purpose heifers at a reason-
able cost, I suggest that it would be sound
practice to mate them to a bull of a purely
beef breed. By sd doing he would take
advantage of  abreeding phenomenon
noted by many, that for meat production
the first cross is frequently the most
economical product, The point to be em-
phassied here is that the first cross can

beef breeds—or a beel and dual-purpose
breed—and not between a beef and dairy
breed.

“Likewise it may pay better to produce
heifers for the Hosier system. (Many of
these are now being imported from Ire-
land). Here there is no svecial virtue that
I can discern in a first cross between two
dairy breeds, for milk is not inherited in
the same way of beef. But I suggest that
it would pay well to mate the dual-pur-
pose Shorthorn with the Ayrshire.

“These two breeds appear to have a
certaim affinity for each other, due pos-

'sibi_v to a certain common ancestry. I am

confirmed in this belief by certain crosses
of this nature I have observed on our own
experimental farm—as well as in other
parts of the country. Two fop crosses of
the Shorthorn are possibly the best for
this purpose.

“Thus in addition to the virtues I have
already mentioned, the dual-purpose
breeder can also take advantage of the
virtues of other breeds and more raidly
adjust himself to the ever-changing
economic circumstances than can the
breeder of a specialised type.”

Referring to Shorthorn in particular,
Mr, Buchanan Smith goes on to deseribe
the response obtained at Edinburgh Uni-
versity from Beef Shorthorn treated as
dairy cows. These animals were purchas-
ed as 12 to 18-months-old heifers in the
spring of 1931, and were treated “rough”
as are the young milking stock at the
University, but after calving were fed in
relation to the milk they produced.

The result was that yields ranging from
2,290 1b. to 6,730 1b. of milk were obtained
from ten Shorthorns of the Scotch type,

.not selected for their milking abilities,

two of them qualifying as Dairy Short-
horn, one nearly doing so, and two more,
which showed signs of doing . so, going
wrong,

“This experiment,” says Mr. Buchanan
Smith, "is of considerable interest since it
was designed to find out how little milk
a cow could give. So far as I know, with
one possible exception on a much smaller

| scale, it is the first experiment of this

type, the results of which have been re-
corded,

“At the outset of the experiment we did
not exvect any to reach the qualified class;
and as for the purpose of the main experi-
ment we wanted cows giving less than 300
gallons these results are somewhat of a
disappointment !"

Patrick Carroll, from the neighbour-
hood of Charleville, was charged with a
similar offence.

The Inspector said defendant was in-
volved in a collision with a car at the
corner on the way to the Railway Sta-
tion. It appeared he was 14 or 15 feet
off the corner on the right-hand side,
where the roadway was 50 feet across.

Comelius Curley, Tallow, stated that
he was driving a car towards the Tallow
Road Station. There were a number of
people on the Bridge. He was going
fairly slowly and blew his horn as he
approached, when a motor bike, driven
by defendant shot out from the Fermoy
road and shot into him. He couldn't es-
cape. He heard no horn sounding.

Defendant said he didn’t see the car,
nor heard the horn sounded.

Thomas McCarthy, stated he was
standing on the bridge at the time. He
saw the motor cycle coming down the
Fermoy Road. There was a van attached
to it. It was doing about 15 or 20 m.p.h.
He didn't see the motor car till it had
passed him. He then saw them run in
and crash,

John Daly said he heard the motor
car horn sounded.

Sergt. Grey stated he heard the crash
100 yards away, The tracks of the car
were very visible on the bridge. It was
about 3 feet from his side up to 50 feet
from the scene of the accident. The
tracks of the motor cycle weren't visible
on the Fermoy road. Where the collision
occurred he was 14 ft. from his right-
hand side.

The Justice—He would be travelling
on the wrong side of the road ?—He had
50 feet of a roadway.

Defendant stated he was coming along
the Fermoy road. He looked and saw
no car. e didn’t remember whether
he sounded his horn or not. He was
driving for his employer, P. J. Ryan,
Charleville.

To the Court—A box combination
with wheels was attached to the cycle.
He didn't see the car till it was close on
him. He was on second gear., He was
driving 18 months.

The Inspector—You won't deny that
for 40 yards you had a clear view of a
car coming from Tallow ?—Yes, but I
saw nothing only the crowd on both
sides of the bridge. The corner is a very
dangerous one.

The Justice—Was there much dam-
age to car of the bicycle ?

Defendant said the motor bicycle was
no more good.

Sergt. Grey—The motor car was badly
damaged.

Curiey recalled said he saw no cycle
till it shot out and struck him.

Defendant was fined 10 -,

ECONOMIC RETURNS IN PIG
FEEDING
—_——

Regulating Muscular Activity

All the requirements of the pig must be
met out of the food. Some of the food
must necessarily go to maintain the varied
[ activities within the body of the pig, such
as the work of the heart, lungs, digestive
organs, mastication, etc. Another por-
tion must necessarily go to provide for the
muscular activities of the pig. It is obvi-
ously, therefore, only the food that re-
mains over after these requirements have
been met that serve for the production of
flesh, fat and bone, which is our primary
object in feeding the pig, and from a
given account of food this fraction will be
greater the lower we can reduce the diver-
sion of food material into the previously
indicated directions.

We can do practically nothing to reduce
the demands of the vital organs for sup-
port, since the very life of the pig de-
pends upon their activity, but we can do
a great deal to regulate the muscular
activities of the pig, and consequently the
management must be designed to secure
the utmost economy in this direction con-
sistent with the maintenance of good
health. The pig should receive every en-
couragement to lie down when he is in-
clined to, since even mere standing still
requires more muscular effort, and con-
sequently mare food, than lying down,

It follows further that the pig must not
be disturbed more frequently or kept on
his feet longer than is absolutely neces-
sary. In the case of the grazing pig he
should not be compelled to travel foo far
to get his fill of food; in the case of the
sty-fed pig he should have a good interval
for rest between meals, or in other words
he should not be fed too frequently since
feeding involves disturbance.

Ambulance—

The new Dodge Motor Ambulance for
the Waterford County Hospital (which
was put “‘on the road” last week) is a
splendidly-equipped vehicle. It is jthe
last word in fact, in modern equipment
for conveying the sick, the infirm and
the injured to hospital. The van is de-
signed and built in such a way that there
is practically no vibration when it is
driving along on its mission of chanty.
It is fitted with two couches that pro-
vide the maximum amount of comfort
for the patients. An elaborate net-work
of wire springs support the couches ;
these contrivances are known by (the
technical - term of “shock absorbess."”
They obviate jerks or bumps when [the
ambulance is travelling over rough road-
ways. The old t}-¥c of ambulance had
only one couch, There is a meatly up-
holstered seat for the attendant. And
also a thermos flask and other first-aid
appliances on a shelf at the head of the
couches. It is 2 vast improvement on
the old method of conveyance. The
vehicle looks very presentable, béing
painted in a bright cream colour—a
pleasing contrast to the dark-red hug of
the old motor ambulance.
