The Reader Wants to Know

A "HOUSING CRISIS" UNDER SOCIALISM?
LOCK AT THE FACTS

"Our press claims that the Buropean socialist
countries are afflicted with what is virtnally a
housing crisis. What is the actual state'of affairs in
this field?" !

Michael Ralgstone, Great Britain

Dear Michael Ralstone,

No socialist country believed'that it has fully solved
the housing problem. But thé€%situation is far from anything
like a crisis; that is simply net true. Judge for yourself.
There are no homeless people dawthe socialist world--just as
there are no vacant flats. Thére, the problem is not that
someone has no home; the issue is that of providing every
family with a sufficiently’ spacious flat of its own.

The socialist ceuntries regard the solution of the
housing problem as g/major social task. Let us quote some
statistics. From 1966 to 1976 the GDR allocated 6.9 per cent
of all capital in¥vestment to housing construction; Romania,
9.3 per cent; Bédgaria, 10.1 per cent; Poland, 13.7 per cent;
Czechoslovakday 15.3-per cent; the USSR, 15.6 per cent; and

1

Hungary, 165 per cent.' And these outlays are growing (see

Table 1).

Generally, housing conditions improved for almos“me-
third of the population in the CMEA countries from
1983. Let us now take a look at the reasons why a E ain

housing shortage still persists.

To begin with, all Bast and Central Euro ean countries
were the theatre of fierce fighting and larg ;ale destruc-

tion during World War II. For example, alm ne-third of

national wealth, 1,710 cities and townst ome six million
buildings were destroyed in the USSR. t homeless were

25 million people, i.e., one-seventh e population. Poland
lost 40 per cent of :Lts natio we@.' Half the housing
space was destroyed in the es mhat is now the GDR.
During the first pos& s these countries of neces-
sity focused their ma;or @m rehabilitating and deve-
loping the production ' heir national economies, their

economic infrastructure & e more important aspects of
their social infrastructv (schools, hospitals, etec.), This
called for the bommitmev(af huge financial, material and

manpower resources. éssibility of simultaneously expanding
housing space was ely limited. Housing construction
assumed great pr ions only in the late 1950s, when the

wounds of war h een mostly healed.

Conside&& strains in this field were also rooted in
the extreme'Nroad scope of economic development. In several
countries k rapid indus'trialisat_ion that was launched in
the wake people's democratic revoiutions gave rise to

swift &anisation. For example, in Poland the share of the
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urban population in the nation's total increased from 2%, per
cent before the war to 60 per cent; in Bulgaria it grew from
less than 25 per cent in 1946 to over 64 per cent.mAvBilable
housing could not meet the increased demand eithe® in quantity
or in quality. This is why large-scale renovation and moderni-
sation of older buildings to make them as comfertable and well-
equipped as modern housing was and is unded way simultaneously
with the construction of new housing develdpments. The scope

of this renovation is clear from the ex@mple of the GDR

(see Table 3).

The right @housimg is guaranteed in the socialist
countries jué%.ss_the rights to medical care, education, work,
rest and re tion and social security are guaranteed. This is
a sphere: hich all are equal régardless of the income or
social k@us of this or that family. It is quite common for

a factory manager and a worker, a prominent scientist and an
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ordinary office worker to be neighbours in the same buildivig.

This equality is made possible by the absence of private
property in real estate, the kind that exists in capitalist
countries.2 This, naturally, does not rule out personal property
in housing. But the law forbids the use of housing "for gain
unearned by work.

Housing belongs to the state (for example, 80 per cent
0of housing is state-owned in the USSR), tofwarious cooperative
associations, trade'unions, government agencies and enterprises.
Besides, housing construction is financed from working people's
savings and carried out both via Rousing cooperatives and
through construction undertaken by individuals. The latter form
has become particularly widespread ‘in Hungary and Bulgaria.

Of great importance here i4§ assisténce from the state--alloca~
tion of land plots, low-interest credits, supply of building
materials and equipment, and secondment of experts. Housing
cooperatives are also supplied with manpower.

State-owned flats dre distributed free of charge in most
of the countries in question, and at the world's lowest rent
rates. In the Soviet Unlon, rent accounts for some two per cent
of the average famil¥ 'income and covers less that one-third of
the total costs ia¥glved. in maintenance, The goverament sub-

sidy for the pufpese is over eight billion roubles a year. The

In no bourgeois state does the eonstitution grant citizens
the right to housing. At best, these constitutions contain the
words that the home is a persont's castle and that any assault
upon it is a crime. But is it not equally a crime to deny peop-
le the opportunity of living like human beings?

The weekly U.S.News & World Report acknowledges that in the

USA, the largest capitadist country, homi}essnﬁﬁgfbecome a per-

manent state of despair.

More than a century ago Frederick Engels noted that home-
legsgnnadg is an indispensable product of the bourgeois form of
goclety, a problem without which that society cannot exist.

In 1907 Lenin W¥ote: "But just take a look at modern capitalist

socliety, atiitlle big cities, at the railways, coal and iron mines
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and factories. You will see how the wealthy have seized the

air and the water and the land. You will see how tens anduiun-
dreds of thousands of workers are condémned to deprivation of
fresh air, to work underground, to life in cellars and,fto the
use of water polluted by the neighbouring factory., You will see
how fantastically the price of land goes up in the cities, and
how the worker is exploited, not only by the factory ovners,
but also by house owners who, as everybody knows, get much

more out of apartments, rooms, corners of rooms and slums. in-

A
shortlived monument, but an impressive one. Pessibly, amongst

In that case why had Arvid Dulaek died and why have an-
other three million homeless Americans to sleep at night amid
garbage, or on the wentillation grates of the subway. The sane
bitter lot inducedsanother disinherited Americen,Joseph Mauri,
to ask Soviet people for aid and support.

In the*mid—-1960s US President Lyndon Johnson promised ©0
turn the USA into a “"great society". Americans are ironising

that what Johnson failed to do has been accomplished by Ronald

Reagan. He needed only to change the spelling of a single
word, "greatl for'grate", on which homeless Americans havepto
sleep.

The Reality. The bulk of the homeless are families with

children. In New York such families constitute 76 per cegntv of
the total number of homeless, in Portland, 52 per centymaénd in
Thiladelphia, 50 per cent.

Ifyth Four. The local authorities and charitiesmhave
enough resources to solve the problem of homelesgness.

The Reality. From 1981 to 1986 the allocatdons for hous-

ing for low income families were cut by more than 66 per cent,
while only last year they were slashed by/¥Q per cent. During
the current year new housing construction is to decrease by

6 per cent nationwide, According to US mayors, the local
authorities have to deny lodging in _.a flophouse to every 72
out of 100 requests, and meel only half of the demand for
urgent food aid.

llyth Five. Economie development is leading to the solu-

tion of the problem of/ homelessness.

The Reality, The above-mentioned report declares that

there is no link-up here, It draws attention to the fact that in
1983, the year economié recovery peaked in the USA, the num-
ber of homeless peopleireached a critical point where one in
every 80 Americans ‘had no roof overhead. There has been no
change for the betier ever since.

Myth Six.,The administration asserts that it cannot
afford to comcern itself with the homeless on account of the

limited funds“at its disposal.



The Reality. The money going inte housing is only a Tiny

fraction of the federal buaget, egpecially if it is compamed .
with military spending. The additional 500 million dolla¥s cl-
located for urgent assistance to homeless people addg up to

barely half the cost of a single Trident nuclear submerine.

MILLIONS DENIED A HOME

Continent of Poverty—~Stricken Debtors

Most of the major cities in Latin Amefica are being otii-
led in the vice of housing crisis. The number of homeless on
the continent is estimated at 20 milliom. Almost half of the
people in the Mexico City-—eight million persons—Ilive in
squalid huts built of plywood ox Tusted iron. Four million
diginherited people live/anlife of misery in such shanties
in Sao Paulo and Rio defdaneire (in Brazil these hovels are
called "favellas").

A report published in ‘early 1987 by the International

Labour Organisation say$ that to end the continent's housing

crisis it is necessarfsto build 89 million homes at en annua.l
cost of roughly 62 (billion dollars. But on account of the
huge external debt¥this is a task Latin America can not cope
with., Of the avéil#éble resources the lion's share has to be
allocated to,8ervice debts to rich imperialist countries.
Tast year alomeé more than 100 billion dollars migrated to the

sefes of Western banks and transnational corporations, chiefly



those based in the USA. This is almost twice the annual amount
of money needed to cleanse the continent of the scab of gluns.

At a meeting of the coordinating bureau of the non~-aligned

nations, called to consider the problems facing LatinWNilerican
end Caribbean states (March 1987, Guyana), it was noted that
he external debt of these states was not merely a/financial
roblem but also a political one because not -onkyrthe bant-
accounts of foreign creditors but also the future of the mil-
lions of people living under the constan: thkeat of economic
ruin, hunger, unemployment, and poverty arisat stake. The ba-

Proposal", igsued last February by the leadership of the

Communist Party of Chile, States: "The housing problem is grow-

ing increasingly more(@éute. The number of homeless families

now exceeds one million; people who, in their desperation,

seize a piece of land for a home, are brutelly punished.™

Miguel Lewner4 a member of the Communist Party of Chile
and en architect by profession who headed state housing con-
gtruction agen€ies under the Popular Unity government, notes

that the nilitary regime continues to turn a blind eye to the



problem of homeless people, a problem that has become parti-
cularly severe under the Pinochet regime. Nearly two milllaom
people have no dwellings or live in crowded hovels within the
perimeter of Greater Santiago.

Hugo Fazio, an economist and a Political CommigSion ncm-
ber of the Communist Party of Chile, estimates thady as a whole,
the country is short of 1,200,000 dwellings. The\lWousing prcb-
lem 1is also being aggravated by the fact that hundreds of
thousands of Chileans find themselves deep An debt on account
of the rapidly growing interest on themorﬁgages they had telen

mortﬁages

to pay for housing. The payments on these have increo-

sed more than 10-fold and no end %o thisyis in sight. Official

Chilean data is thatm°rt§?ges

are owed by more than 650,000
families.

Last April when Pope'dehn Pauk IT was visiting Chile hone-
less people in Santiago staged & powerful demonstration in an
effort to draw the attention of the Roman Catholic Pontifi to

their calamitous situation.®The police dealt summarily with

the demonstrators.

Docunments

In Rio de Jang€imo half of all the housing lacks a sewer
and one in four has no running water. The sanitation in mos%t
of the houses ig ‘@ppalling and this is the cause of epidemics.
A mass movement to end the housing crisis is gathering momen-
tum in the cauntry.

The Bragzilian Communist Party is calling for rigid rent
control and for urban housing programmes for the working
people.
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An Uncomforting Forecast

The problem of homeless people is excruciatingly acul@e
in India. Rotted in the bitter legacy of the colonial past,
it is a major factor of the cduntry's pregen. so-
cio—economic difficulties. At a special seminar held on the
subject early this year in Delhi, attended by, amemg others,

HOMELESS IN THE ETERNAL CITY

Rome is customarily @alled the Eternal City, but today it
is more often sLoken ofmas the Italian capital of the homeless.
One of the main acts O0fya national tragedy is being played out
there, writes 1'Unifa¥ If the government implements its deci-
sion to demolish so—called 1illegal houses, .in which roughly
one~third of Rome's population lives, the army of the homeless
Will be joinedWby thousands of families. Only those who can
buy an "indulgence", i.e., pay for official permission to keep

the housedtheéy have built, will avoid this plight. But these

arce a minority. The rest, who cannot pay for "government in-
dulgences", will be thrown out into the street. No wondelx
hundreds of Romen families have now risen to defend their
hories under the slogan: "A home is a right not subject™Ho de-
rolition". |

The newspaper 1'Unitd reported a clash in the Rome sub-
urb of Prima-Porta, where houses were ordered fe e pulled
dovm. Municipality officials and bailiffs arpived on the scene
accompanied by carabinieri, police, firemen, and communica-
tion demolition teams. "What brought themy here? Why had such
forces been sent against peaceful people?,What crime had these
people committed?" the newspaper asksh

The motivation given by ghe authorities was that the hou-
gses had been built by theselfpoverty=sstricken families illegal-
ly. Begides, they had occupled £orbidden territory near an-
cient architectural mbnuments. But for some reason nobody had
objected to the building off@new road that all but buried Tue
ancient ruins. "Nobody ispcomplaining gbout this," the news-
paper.writes. "Phe purists are silent. What in that case is
the hurt to these monuments by the houses inhabited by fami-
lies whose sufferinggles earned them the right to have a roof
over their heads?y

This time #he inhabitants, among whom were Communists be-
longing to thgWlocal ICP section, saved their homes. The police.
