FOREWORD

On June 24, 1982, the trial of the Turkish Peace Committee
opened at the Turkish Military Tribunal in Istambul.

Mr. Mahmoud Dikerdem, Ambassador, President of the Turkish
Peace Committee and Member of the WPC Presidential Committee,
had been arrested, following a decision of ‘the Military Tribunal
of 23rd February 1982, together with 25 mémbers of the Nationmal -
Council of the Peace Committee.

On August 17, 1982, Mr Dikerdem made.a speech in Court to
answer all the unjust accusations made against him.

We are sending this important speech because we think that
it is a valuable document for/cthe peace movement,

My attention and efforteswas not merely to find out the charges laid
against my person. For, as’the primary person responsible for the
Turkish Peace Associatiofi since the day it was founded, I also carry
the moral responsibility for members of the executive committee elec-
ted on 5th April 1980 who have thus only held office for a brief
period of 5 months.

The great majority of friends on the executive committee had
accepted to stand, forrelection after observing the activities of our
association in the ‘three years since its founding, and having already

This is precisely why I felt that
I was under an cbligation to provide
an account of the agmivities of the
Peace Association spanning a period
of 3 years not only to your Honour
but equally to my friends in the

executive committee. I thus endeavou=-
red to grasp the pretexts for the grave charges ‘laid in the indictment.
EPe resulc, however, was most disappointing.

,In fact, in this 91 page indictment, 6 pages are devoted to regis-
tracion of the names and addresses of the acéused; another 6 pages
concern the history of a political party; 37 pages are given to random
selections from speeches and personal statements unrelated to the
activicies of our Association; 9 pages include some of the resolutions
passed in the two previous Annual Gemeral Meetings of our Associaction;
and 1l pages are reserved for the semntences demanded by the military
prosecutor. In the remaiming 22 pages, following an argument difficulc
o comprehend, it is asserted that our Association aimed for "the
establishment of the supremacy of oné social class over another social
class"* and sentences totalling 500 years are duly called for.

We do not take the contefnts of this indictment seriously. What is
worthy of attention, however, is ‘the mentality which it represents.
And we coasider it our duty to expose this before your Tribunal and
public opinion at large, For, weubelieve more strongly than aver
before that the most vital queS®ion confronting the peoples of the
“yrld, particularly the inhabfit®nts of the sensitive region where
rurkey 1s located, is ‘the qué@stion of peace.

* During the early founding years of the Turkish Republic, many laws and codes
were adcpted in their entirsty fom varicus Eurcpeam cowntries - e.q. the
Swiss Civil Code, the French Commercial Code, German Labowr laws erc. which
were put in the statute books during the 1920's and the 1930's. The quetaticn
from the indictment refers to the articles 141 and 142 of the Turkish Penal
Code modelled after the criminal code of Mussolini. The lateer banned the
crzanisaticn of groups intending to bring about a socialist transformaticn
of society. In the Turkish version of the Mussolini laws, the word 'goal' was
changed to inteénticn and maximm punishment was increased from 12 o 12 years
in coal. It was also forbidden to call for the elimination of cne or mere
instituticns of the Republic. Since their adopticn in the early 1930's,
articles 141 and 142 of the Turkish Penal Coée (commonly referred to as the
'Mussolini Laws') have been invoked to prosecute 'crimes of thought-and
expression’ and have now been incorporated into the Draft Constitution which
will be presentsd to a referendum in November 1982.
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As the flames of war smoulder around three continents, as war
continues in our Southern borders,* and at a moment when the long-
suffering, heroic Palestinian people are engaged in a life or death
struggle against an aggressor spurred on by imperialism, we want
to expose and reveal how those who malign and attack the peace move-
ment are in fact causing the greatest harm to Turkey.

The accusations of "separatism" and "wreckers" levelled against
those forces for peace and democracy who have endeavoured towards
the establishment of a just and lasting world peace can only serve
to damage our country's dignity and tarnish its image‘labroad.

In our opinion, if there is indeed a crime, it was perpetrated
by those who have  rejected the significance of detente in inter-
national relations and have concealed from our people the threat
to our future.

THE _INDICTMENT ASSAULTS_THE WORLD _ PEACE MOVEMENT

I will now consider the indictment as _.a Whole and explain the
false premises it is built upon.

As set out in the section of the
indictment entitled "Conclusions and
Sentences", the ideas which dominate

a communist order". Further down, going well beyond the bounds of
reason and common sense, it is alleged that our Assocation was
"transformed into 4 teérrorist organisation". (p.72).

My reply to sueh absurd fantasies and my account of the Peace
Association's homourable activities during its lifespan of 3 years

This, in this vein, it is arguwéd that a
TS R O e D WA g TG R signal from Moscow suffices for hundreds

of thousands of peace demonstrators to pack the avenues of London,
Paris, Rome, Brussels, Bonn, Amsterdam, Tokyo and New York and make
them march for miles on end with their peace banners aloft, Again
according to these circles, peace committees across . the world are
under the tutelage of the Soviet Communist Party.

Much to our profound regret, the influence of €his crude propaganda
permeates the indictment against the Peace Assocation.

For example, in an analysis on page 4 of the Yindictment it is
~asserted that:

"1950 is an important year in so far as the Soviet Unicn and
thereforethea:ummistparu‘.esgaveanewimpetustothe
Cold War because the nuclear arms balance was in favour of
NATO and the West".

However, even the most basic Logic suffices to comprehend that the
Cold War, which is a provocation .for armed confrontation, cannot be
instigated by the side which doeSinot pOssess a nuclear armoury. In
fact, it was in that year that representatives from countries suppor-
ting peace and disarmament launéhed /&he Stockholm Peace Appeal backed
by a petition containing millions o€ signatures. The indictment re-
verses these historical factg.WIf @Fewwere to follow the logic of the
indictment, it would appear/®hat sthe side with superior nuclear wea-
pons ought not conduct propaganda “for peace,

Let us nevertheless exoneratd the Prosecutor from being under the
influence of warmongering cirgles. We would like to believe that his
~3accusations against us are derived from insufficient or distorted
information concerning our national peace organisation and the inter-
national peace movement. This may have resulted in the misinterpreta-
tion of the Peace Associatiom and its aims as witnessed in the State

submission. This is why I™would like to bring some light upon these
matters.

Honourable Judgesy

The desire f@r¥peace is as old as the history of humanity. Since
the days of old{ywhen left to their own devices, societies have inva-
riably chosens to, live in peace. This is because war means suffering,
death and the @mnihilation of all the precious accomplishments of
civilisationfyDespite this, human history has witnessed over 15,000



armed conflicts with one-half of these taking place in che'contlnenc
of Europe. The heavy toll of war has been the death.app?oxlmately

of 3.3 million people in the 17th century, 5.2 million in the 18th,
5.5 million in the 19th, and in the two major conflicts of our
century a horrendous total of 60 million human beings.

These figures may inadvertedly lead us to ask: is war the destiny
of human beings ? In other words, will the notion of universal peace
be condemned forever to remain a half-baked idea or utopia ?

These questions have been affirmed for centuries. Some have argued
that just as inequality amongst individuals is God-given, so too is
war which is an iron law of nature since violence and aggression are
inherent in human nature. The powerful will always_, subjugate the
meek; the rule of the jungle; the survival of the Nttest, and so
en _and so-forth. .}

These opinions were frequently elevated to the status of 'philoso-
phies' and even to so-called scientific truths. For example, Malthu-
sianism was invoked to argue that since popul@tion growth was in
geometric series, but that natural sustenancé increased at a lower
arithmetical rate thus resulting in periodig famines, wars which
disposed of a few million people at a time. sérved the basically
useful function of restoring the natural ecological balance.

Also, both religious sectarianism and the ideologies of nationa-
lism which gained ground in the aftermd€B”of the French Revolution
of 1789, were seized upon by those who maintained that there was
eternal animosity between races/and nations and that war was thus
both necessary and just.

A New Consciousness

However, beginning in thHe middle of 19th century, and particularly
in Europe, with the development/of the consciousness of the European
masses - a consciousness guided by the light of science - it was
realised that neither inequality amongst human beings was God-given
nor war amongst nations an inevitable law of nature. With this new
consciousness it also emerged that the real causes of war lay in
an unjust social order and ‘that the warmongers were none other than
those who had vested interests in perpetuating a system of exploita-
tion. Thus, as the connedtion between war and the subjugation and
exploitation of other nati®ns was also imprinted in peoples' con-
sciousness, the struggle for freedom, independence and equality
became an integral papfsof the movement to establish a just and
lasting reign of peace 4n the world. -

It®*was in this way /that the universal desire for peace ceased
to be an abstract .and utopic notion and was incorporated by the
peoples of the world in their demands for peaceful coexistence and
resistance to thé exploitation and subjugation generated by impe-
rialism.

Yet, at the ‘same time, we had to go through two world wars and
witness the ‘emergence of weapons of mass destruction such as the
atom and hydrogen bombs in order for a world-wide peace movement
to take rootiand to realise that it is not only possible for people
to live side by side in peace but that this has become imperative.



The birth of the world peace movement corresponds to these over-
riding concerns.

Foundations of a Mass Movement

While the devastation caused by the Second World War wasg f¥esh in
people's memories, and the horror of Hiroshima still haunted the
observer, the initiation of the Cold War fully revealed the abyss to
which humanity was once more being dragged.

The idea of a peace movement embracing the mass of humanity is
precisely the result of this historic juncture.

Amongst
the hundreds of distinguishéd personalities who helped to launch the
WPC were included persons such as Albert Einstein, the late President
of Chile Salvador Allende, the British scientist J.D. Bernal, the
former Mexican President Cardenas, the famous black American singer

World Peace Movement and the United Nations

The WPC has always insisted upon and sought the closest links
with the United Natioms. It is recognised by the UN as a 'non-
governmental' organisation. The WPC holds the position of deputy
chairmanship in the Non-Governmental Organisations Conference
Standing Committee on Disarmament. These links were further
strengthened through continuous consultations with the General
Secretary of the UN, messages sent by the latter to the conferences
of the WPC, the participation of UN observers in the various meet-
ings organised by the WPC, and visits by the WPC delegations to
each session of the UN General Assembly.

Furthermore, as of 1971, the WPC was entitled té Bhair the
opening sessions of two committees of the UN General Assembly,
namely the Political Committee and the Fourth Committee and has
participated in the UN Committee against Apartheid, the Committee
on Decolonisation and the UN Committee on Namibia. Apart from
these, the WPC also holds the status of type A eonsultant in
UNESCO as well as special consultative statug yin UNCTAD and UNIDO.
The WPC is also in close cooperation with the Organisation of
African Unity. It may also be noted that the WPC was the only orga-
nisation to be given the right of representation in the UN Special
Sessions on Disarmament held in June 1978 amwd 1982.

These facts are intended to demonstrate that the WPC is recogni-
sed and acknowledged by the highest international body, the United
Nations.

A Broad and Cpen Orgafiisation

Again, accordimg to the statutes of the WPC, the nature and orga-
nisational activiwies of the world peace movement have been specified
as follows: the peace movement is universal and democratic; anmy
person sharing any one of the principles listed above can participate
fully and onfan equal basis in the peace movement, Each person,
national committee or international organisation can declare its
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As distinct from other diplomatic congresses registered by
history, the Helsinki Accord was not formed to enact a static in=-
ternational order of the kind which normally follows in the wake
of major wars to regulate relations between victors and the van-
quished. On the contrary, the Helsinki Conference attempted to
establish general guidelines for initiating a lasting and ,d¥mamic
Process towards international security and cooperation within a
global framework and according to the absolute equality of all
nations in international affairs.

Detente and Disarmament

The essence of the Final Accord endorsed in Helsinki was cons-
tituted by the concept of detente. This implied abovevall a general
relaxation of temnsions and the reflection of this/ in terms of a
'consensus' approach towards international relations. It therefore
followed that detente would generate the conditions enabling the
containment and peaceful solution of outstanding disputes. Detente
would encourage multilateral cooperation amongst. nations and create
an atmosphere conducive for peaceful coexistence. Indeed, the then
British Prime Minister, Mr Harold Wilson, comcluded during the
signing ceremony that "the only alternative ‘to peaceful coexistence
is collective death".

Yet it was apparent that for the process launched by detente to
have some concrete meaning, for detemte to mark a point of no return,
it was essential to complaement pofiticalirelaxation with military
detente; in other words, to takes firm steps in the direction of
halting the arms race. It was al8So obwiBus that the relaxation of
tensions in internmational relafions’@odld not be lasting or convin-
cing if the stockpiling of weapons was not reversed and disarmament
kept out of the agenda.

'Balance of Terror' is Untenable

At the same time some circles tended to interpret detente in terms
of 'deterrence' based on concéptions of a 'balance of tarror' in
weapons. I will insist that sueh views are dangerous, misleading
and deceptive, because no agccord based on the mutual fear of deter-
rence can be stable or lasting.

The United Nations and Disarmament

To emphasize the vital importance of disarmament we must mention
the serious efforts of the UN in this sphere since the day it was
founded. In all its relevant declarations, the UN has stressed that
disarmament is a question of life and death and has accordingly
appealed to world public opinion to play a more active part in
achieving this goal. Thus, in a report submitted to the European
Committee on Security and Cooperation on 10th May 1978, the UN
summarised its position on disarmament as follows:

s

Above all, disarmament is an essential aspectiof
humanity since the object is to eradicate war

and thus protect human life. The first resolution
carried by the UN in its founding year was/uaccor-
dingly, the need to "safeguard future generations
from the ravages of war". The arms race destroys
regional, national and internmational secOflty.

Disarmament is an imperative for politiecal reasons
as well. This is because it is the guarantee of
the independence, sovereignty and equality of na-
tions. Disarmament is at the heart 0Ffithe inter-
national order. For, in the context of the arms
race, international relation®% arel{determined by
military and strategic consideratdions. As long as
the arms race continues un@bated, ‘nothing can
guarantee that internatiomal relatioms will be
guided by the principles/ 6f mutual respect for
territorial integrity, flational sovereignty and
the right of nations to self®determination.

Finally, disarmament/is” also essential for social
and economic reasons.'AccOrding to the UN statement

Post-War Integration in Military Alliances

In the quarter of a century covering the banning of the /Peace-
lovers Association and the birth of our Association, the(peace move-
ment in our country was unable to find the conditions for organisa-
tion. The main reason for this rested in foreign policy erientations
of successive governments from the 1950s onwards which sought to
secure Turkey's territorial integrity through military alliances
anéd the assimilation of the country's armed forces within NATO and
CENTO*.

However, in the period spanning the founding of thez _Republic and
Ataturk's death,* Turkish foreign policy had been governed by the
principles of mutual trust, respect for territorizal integrity and
non-aggression which carefully nurtured friendly relations with
all our neighbours and thus maintained stabiliity in the region.

From the Second World War onwards, Turkish governments have
opted to participate in a number of militaZ@ywalliances. In the UN
successive governments have consistently sided with old colonial
powers instead of the independence ‘struggles of the peoples of
Algeria, Congo and Angola. Admittedly, during the Cyprus crisis of
1964, the letter sent by Presidemntplyndom Johnson to the then Prime
Minister Ismet Inonu did result ,in widespread resentment amongst
Turkish public opinion and generatedsthe beginnings of a potential
opposition to Turkey's dependefit, fofelign policy.

It will be recalled that{President Johnson had warned Inonu that
the weapons and equipment possessed by the Turkish armed forces
belonged to US and NATO and eould not therefore be deploved without
prior permission from the US government. It was after this inter-
vention that public consciousness began to realise that such depen-
dence on the US and the NATO ‘pact could be contrary to our national
interests.*

Helsinki and the Rebirth of the Turkish Peace Movement

The germination of a peace movement in Turkey and its development
in accordance with similar movements the world aever had to wait
until the aftermath of, tHe Helsinki Conference of July 1975. As I
have indicated, the Fimal Accord to emerge from this conference
marked the beginning, of a pericd of relaxation of tension in Europe.
And it was at this guolcture that in our country too, following the
requisite legal prdcedures, it was decided on 3rd April 1977 to
form a2 peace asspéiation.

At the basis,ofwthis decision was the following clause contained
in section IX of ‘the Helsinki Final Accord and entitled "Interna-
tional Cooperdgion':

" The par®ticipating States will strive to foster
cooperation based on equality, mutual under-
standing and respect for security in order to
develop friendship and good neighbourly rela-
tions between nations...
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The participating States recognise that
governments, institutions, organisations
and individuals have a special and posi-
tive role to play in their contributions
to the realisation of the goals of inter-
‘national cooperation".

I will now read out the full text of the statement I issued
after assuming the presidency of the Turkish Peace Association:

"The Peace Association has been founded to provide
a coherent organisational framework for the peace
movement initiated in our country. Our aim isato
contribute to the realisation of a just and Zas=
ting order of peace in the world.

As is known, the peace movement is a mass. democra-
tic entity with the open aim of activating the
peoples of the world for peace. This common action
.0of the peoples of the world has had a sucgcessful
history spanning three decades in its {attempts to
help preserve world peace. In this peried, the
Agreement endorsed at the conclusion ©f the Hel-
sinki Summit of 1975 marks a fesolute step towards
the aspirations of humanity tomestablish a new
world order based on peace, scooperation and secu-
rlity.

Any person who wants to participate in the struggle
for peace and independefice, and all democratic
organisations and professional associations are
welcome in our ranks offi & bdsis of absolute equa-
el

The founding of the Peace ASsociation rests on the
conviction that our peoplleyare fully aware of the
meaning and value of peace as reflected in the
recent enthusiasm froms-the public at large for the
necessity of such an @zganisation. The Peace Asso-
ciation will therefore endeavour to engage in multi-
faceted activities (o cater for, investigate, repre-
sent and develop the possibilities and means to
accomplish the conditions for a just and lasting
peace which takes into account our peoples' genuine
demands and inteérests.

Our activities will include conducting public opinion
polls on peageyy the publication of periodicals, books
and bulleting™§ issuing public declarationms, holding
meetings, symposia and forums on peace; commemoration
meetings, ‘conferences and cultural events as well as
prizes fbThpeace activities will also be undertaken.



Our Association has been founded at a time
when on the one hand war provocations are
surfacing once again, but on the-other hand
at a period when strong hopes for the era-
dication of war and aggression have also
appeared on the horizon. We therefore appeal
to all those in favour of a just and lasting
world peace - regardless of their beliefs
and political convictions - to join with us
in solidarity for peace action.

We are convinced that our appeal is going
to find the necessary response from all seg=
tions of our society". :

Thus, at the moment of its founding, the Peace Association
stressed in no uncertain terms the mass and universal nature of its
endeavour for peace, its total independence from all political views
and currents, and that any person or organisagion expressing agree-
ment with the fundamental principles of the world peace movements
would be welcome on equal terms. It is as clear as day that such
a democratic organisation designed to embraece,the broadest cross-
section of the social strata in our country could not - by virtue
of its very structure.- be transformed inftoWan illegal organisation
or be accused of being under the comfrol,or tutelage of any poli-
Eical parcy.

Peace or Universal Destruction

To regard the peace movement, as/the Prosecutor does, as the work
of leftists, and furthermorey to claim that the peace movement is
a sinister tactic used by communigtssy to dupe people, is none other
than to attempt to revive 30=year ald Cold War taboos. I will stress
that, regardless of their political views and convictions, an ever
growing mass of people are now conscious of the constant threat of
war. War is a common danger for 4l1l. The atom, the hydrogen and the
neutron bombs have universalised death.

Even those who persist im viewing and interpreting the peace move-
ment as a communist ploy are not immune from the death and devasta-
tion that will befall on their lives and possessions. Whether com=-
munist or capitalist, humam beings can only die once. This is pre-
cisely why the ranks of the world peace movement are constantly
senriched not only by s@€ilal democrats, socialists but also by men
of religion, parliamentarians, trade unionists, scientists, artists,
and even capitalists/{ themselves, thus giving lie to the barrage of
propaganda which as§erts that the peace movement is a communist trick.

-

Disturbed by thejgrowth and influence of the peace movement, cold
warriors have renewed their 'red scare' tactics with increased vigour
by accusing the,peace movement of serving the interests of the Soviet
Union and thereby hoping to split this movement by sowing seeds of
mistrust among§t the patriots and democrats in its ranks so .as to
frighten themWaway from the struggle for peace.
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Indeed, it is not difficult to understand that the basic intension
behind this indictment is to intimidate intellectuals who have espoused
the cause of peace and, through our persons, to teach Turkish intelec-
tuals a lesscn.

v

The national successes of our Association and the respect bestowed
upon it in intermational platforms in the short period following our
founding inevitably disturbed vested interests linked with imperia-
lism. The intention to malign and neutralise the peace movement could
only be realised in the extraordinary conditions brought about in
the aftermath of the coup of 12th September 1980.

But the biggest mistake of the circles whose yiews underpin the
indictment before you is that they have failed to motice that the
principles of world peace, relaxation of intermational relations and

~g00d relations between neighbouring states have mow been included
in our foreign policy guidelines.

For example, in the recent state visits of the Head of the Turkish
state to Bulgaria and Rumania, it was statledpclearly and in a manner
which left no doubt, that Turkish foreign policy would adhere to the
principles of detente, peace and disarmament as contained in the
Helsinki Final Accord. Furthermore, /in his speech of 24th February
1982% at a state banquet held in/his homour by the Bulgarian Presi-
dent of the Council of Ministers, TodoryZhivkov, the Turkish Head
of State General Evren stated im a speech also broadcast in Turkey
that:

" The fundamental and /ixrreversible guidelines
for internmational peace 4nd security are based
on the principles of respect for the indepen-
dence, non-interference im the internal affairs,
equality of right, and the rejection of resor-
ting to force in intermational disputes amongst
states with different political systems.

The tensions which /have emerged in intermational
relations in the/Tast few years have been due

to the contravenimg of these principles. The
lack of care and' open disregard shown to these
guiding principles enshrined in the UN Charter
and the Helsinki Final Accord has increasingly
damaged mutualirelations of trust and interna-
tional security.

Another question which conerns all nations, but
us in particular because of the sensitive part

of the globe we inhabit, is the question of disar-
mament®, The arms race which has reached huge
propoftions in recent years not only constitutes
a grave danger for humanity but also a heavy
burden upon the economies of both large and small
states. The re-deployment of these resources

will no doubt contribute to the alleviation of
many of the outstanding political and economic
problems confronting the world.
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Therefore, a general and balanced reduction
and limitation both of nuclear and conventio-
nal weapons under proper monitoring is of
fundamental importance in the measures re-
quired to establish peace and security.

These words and sentiments are an apt summary of the principles
which the Turkish Peace Association sought to defend.

Unfounded Claims

Your Honour,

I finally want to answer the Prosecutor's overall evaluation
of the Peace Association since I have carried the @Primary respon-
sibility for this organisation from the day it wa@ founded.

As I mentioned at the omset, each page of the.indictment is
litcered with unfounded claims, grave materials etrors and subjec-
tive interpretations of events unconnected withyour Association.
At the end of this political text of polemicéd,,the Prosecutor
gives this verdict on the Peace Association:

"In sum, if we evaluate all thesabove mentioned
activities, it will be apparedt that the Turkish
Peace Association set oGt frompthe date of its
inception to destroy the "Turkish State and the
legal order and aimed( to replace this with a pro-
Soviet Communist order™. (pu8l)

This allegation involves.an ‘assbciation whose statutes were
ratified by the appropriate state officials within tHe framework
specified by the fundamental liberties granted in our. Constitution
and the Law on Associations. Furthermore this is an association
with 300 members who were never cnce in the entire 3 years and 5 months
of their activities charged or sentenced for any of their views or statements.

I do not believe that oné& ¢an easily find another indictment
in the anmnals of jurisprudence wherein such grave charges are laid

with such impunity on the basis of such flimsy and contentious
evidence.

Even to frame such charges and allegations requires an attitude
which denies the rule of law in our country and patently seeks to
impose the sanctions of @ state of emergency. However, the mili-
tary administration imstalled after 12th September declared from
its flrst day in offdeeé that it would not resort to militcary tribu-

nals and "exceptional courts" - a promise repeated on numerous
occasions to the outside world.

Pretexts for a 'Conspiracy'

What then are the pretexts given for presentlng the Peac° Asso-

iation as a+'revolutionary political party', a 'conspiracy' formed
to destroy the®Turkish State?
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In other words, what activities or views held by the Peace
Association can be cited in support of the accusation that our

Association "hid behind the facade of

peace in order to destroy

the Turkish State and to replace it with a communist order'?

The Prosecutor puts forward the following pretexts:

a= That the Peace Association has acted jointly with @olitical
organisations such as the Turkish Communist Party, the

with national and international communist front organisa-

tions and individual communists;

that 4t has sent dele-

gations to internmational conferences organised by com=-
munists where "motions and resolutions contradicting our
National Interests" were passed with the support of the

Peace Association delegates;

¢- That by demanding the removal.of

foreign bases in Turkey,

asking for Turkish withdrawal from NATO, and the abroga-
tion of the bilateral militarystreéaties incorporating
Turkey within the Westerm Alliance, and by calling for
the repeal of articles JWL ap@ Y42 of the Turkish Penal
Code, the Peace Association has functioned in tandem

with the demands and will ofthe

Soviet Communist Party

and the (illegal) Turkish Communist Party.

Facts and Allegaticns

Now let us see how these allegations square up with the facts.

Firstly, the Peace Associaticn has never had organic links with any

political party.

There is nothing, abgolutely nothing concrete in the indictment
to prove the opposite - apart from a nebulous allegation that "there
are members of the illegal Turkish Communist Party amongst the
founders and executive mémbers of the Peace Association". Statements
extracted by martial J4w authorities from some individuals detained
following the mass arrests of April 1981 are offered as valid proof

of these allegations.

Yet, apart frdmgthe fact that there

allegation that the Peace Association was founded under the gzuidance
of the Communist Party still remains unfounded-and vacuous.
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This is because none of the founders nor any of the persons
elected to the executive committee or the general council of
the Peace Association were at any stage accused with or convicted of

political offences.

On the contrary, all our friends who participated in tiy
previous as well as the current executive were established sand
respected members of the civil service, or the academic community,
or held positions in other educational institutions, or 4im the Bar

Associations and the media. The same holds for their positions
today.

Having registered these facts, let me also add that such alle-
gations are totally extraneous as far as any peace moevement is
concerned. That is to say, throughout the world, national peace
committees are formed and comprised of individuals who have adopted
and agreed upon the basic minimum tenets of the peace movement.
Formed under the aegis of the Law on Associatioms™(Law 1630), the
Turkish Peace Association is a democratic orgamisation which does
not concern itself with direct political actiwity.

This is precisely why the main criteria(¢f membership in such
an organisation is not an individual's politicial convictions but
the simple requirement that he or she espouse the universal prin-
ciples of the peace movement.

Relations with Democratic Crganisations

The Prosecutor makes great play of the similarity of views on
world peace held by our Association‘sand those held by some poli-
tical parties and the trade unfons g@ffiliated with DISK. These are
then presented as conclusive, "proof" of a "united front" which
includes the Peace Association.

Qur Association was of courSeyin agreement with the organisations
and associations mentioned by the Prosecutor in so far as the imple-
mentation of the letter and spirit of the Helsinki Final Accord -
which carried the signature gf the then Prime Minister Suleyman
Demirel - was concerned.

At the same time, thegProsecutor pointedly omits to mentions
other political parties such as the Republican Peoples Party* and
organisations such as tHe)\Istanbul Bar Association, the University
Staffs Association, the ©ivil Engineers Association, Contemporary
Lawyers Association, the Visual Arts Association, the Cartoonists
Associations etc., which also held similar views to our Associa-
tion on the ways and /means of achieving world peace.

Representatiyes from the above mentioned organisations were
brought together, for the first time on lst September 1977 in a con-
ference organisedmby our Assoc”ation entitled "The Helsinki Final
Act and Turkey',s We had also invited our Ministry of Foreign Affairs
to send a repr@sentative to participate in this conference.

Let me 3WMgg) add that the first initiative to familiarise Turkish
public opinden with the Helsinki Final Accord was taken in that
meeting. (Although the signatories to the Helsinki Conference had
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agreed to publicise this momentous agreement as widely as possible,

our Foreign Ministry merely sufficed by publishing a translation

of the official text of the document. The honour and privilege of
introducing and pramoting this agreement - regularly cited by our statesmen who
continually reaffirm their unswerving loyalty to its contents - to the Turkish
public at large, belocngs to our Peace Association.

I think that I have shed some light upon relations between our
Asscciation and other democratic organisations including thestrade
union movement.

Yes, the Peace Association has cordial relations with all
democratic organisations in favour of peace. This was because of the
fact that although a peace organisation is not a mass organisation
as such, its work and activities are necessarily directed towards
the creation of mass public opinion for peace. It was,therefore both
natural and-essential that our Association should seek to engage in
a continuous dialogue on peace issues with as broadad. a range of mass
membership democratic organisations as possible.

Any attempts at reading "organic connectioms'" or sinister
“Motives into these free and open relations is/te engage in empty
speculation.

Alleged Links with Commmists Abroad

Secondly, as to our alleged links wi®lt "communists abroad":

In the concluding section of the Imdictment it is alleged that
the Peace Association was in constant liaison with communist organi-
sations abroad, that the Associdtion sent delegations to communist
countries, and that these supported gesolutions damaging to our
national interests.

Although the indictment was/scrutinised with considerable atten-
tion to find out what concrete instances and events are cited as
evidence for such allegations, we ,could not find a single sentence or
reference in support. The said alllegation therefore remains a hollow
and polemical assertion.

—

In this respect, I wouTd®like to submit the following to en-

lighten the Military Tribungiadh

No member of the Pelace Association ever attended international
meetings in any capacity’ether than as an individual. The only excep-
tion to this was the AfrosAsian Peoples Solidarity Conference held
in Addis Ababa in September 1978. In that instance, I was officially
approached by our Mini§fry of Foreign Affairs and asked to partici-
pate in this meeting . in order to present the Turkish case on the
Cyprus question. Ifigthe event, the General Secretary and another
member of our exectative, the renowned foreign affairs commentator
Ali Sirmen, attended the meeting and all their expenses were paid
by the Turkish gévernment.

In my own personal capacity I attended three meetings abroad.
Two of these goncerned WPC sessions - attendance at a meeting of an
organisation{ofy which I am a member - and the third one was a mee-
ting held in Lisbon called "Solidarity with the Palestinian People”.
Apart from these, all our international relations were aimed at
developing our links with various European peace committees, and



these naturally included exchange visits from prominent individuals
and delegations from such NATO countries as France, Belgium and
Greece.

Call for Civil Liberties is Not 'Subversive'

Thirdly, in the concluding section of the indictment e .are
accused of demanding the removal of Turkey from military alliances,
the abolition of Turkey's bilateral military treaties with the
Unites States, and the repeal of the articles 141 and ‘142 of the
Turkish Penal Code. These are taken as proof of the fact that the
Peace Association was under the tutelage of the Soviet and Turkish
Communist Parties.

Let me say at once that putting forward such amnallegation, the
Prosecutor appears before us not as a public defender of our laws
and civic rights but as a representative of certain ideological
convictions. And in a style more reminiscent of political polemics
rather than of legal discourse, he goes beyond the boundaries of
common sense in equating the criticism of the %said articles of the
Turkish Penal Code, and demands for the rej@etion of military pacts,
with being under the beck and call of the Soviet Communist Party.

If the Prosecutors' views were to be taken to their logical conclusicn,
then a substantial proporticn of our intellectuals, parliamentarians, jurists
and ordinary citizens ought to be here with us in the dock before your Tribunal.

Call for De-militarisation is Not 'Subversive®

It is perfectly true that @$ )the Peace Association we oppose
all military pacts and support €héir /mutually agreed disbandment.

Let me reemphasize a vifal poinmt:

Some circles, (and the Prosecutor appears to be in first and
foremost of these) caomsistently. present the world peace movement
and the Turkish Peace Association as unilateralists. We believe,
however, that disarmament is a total phenomenon. In this respect,
both the WPC and we have upheld the view that the dismantling of
military alliances, that is,’ disarmament, requires equal and
balanced reduction in arms’

As I indicated earlier, those who are in favour of a just and
lasting peace are congeious of the fact that disarmament cannot
be achieved under conditions of a 'balance of* terror' between
military bloes. Thid,is why peace activists are against the arms
race, and believe that all military pacts and alliances formed
in times of peace,eventually threaten peace. *

But they are (also conscious of the fact that acomprehensive and
universal disarmament cannot be accomplished overnight, and that
this requires /Mmutually phased reductions under joint monitoring
of all military,development. Given their conviction that disarma-
ment is a sine qua non for lasting peace, peace activists are
against allipacts which integrate national defence forces into
'mutual defemce agreements'. As witnessed in recent history if
not daily, such military alliances lead to the escalation of
military spending in times of peace and put heavy burden on
national economies.
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Criticism of NATO is not 'conteamot of the State!

Furthermore, in the light of the developments over the last
30 years, the Peace Association is fully aware that Turkey's
continued involvement in NATO has not been sufficient to gua-
rantee peace and security in the region. Our membership in «NATO
has increasingly tended to result in the isolation of our /country
because of the suspicion and mistrust that this has evoked amongst
our neighbours, including the peoples of the region of which we
are a part.

It may also be pertinent to note that the only outstanding
dispute we have with our neighbours concerns the one which is our
partner within the NATO alliance.

These are some of the reasons why we criticised the stillborn
CENTO pact and the NATO Treaty which has transformed our country
into an advanced post in the defence of the West, thereby reducing
us to Europe's border guards. We have also held the view that
bilateral military alliances impinge upon our/ national sovereignty.
—~. We have explained our views openly in innumerable speeches, public
statements, and mass circulation publicatioas.

To present these views and criticisms of Turkey's foreign policy
as an "assault upon the State" is meaningless, vulgar, and reveals
a profound ignorance of the basic motions ©f political discourse.

A non-governmental organisation such as the Peace Association can-
not be obliged to accept and adopt all the political decisions and
policies of successive governments.

For example, in a statement published in the American periodical
Newsweek on 3rd May 1982 and reported in the national press, the
Turkish Foreign Minister is,om reecord for saying that "Our main con-
cern 1s not our difficulties with the Greeks but the neutralist
currents and the peace movement prevalent in Western Europe". Now,
as peace activists we cannot be expected in any way to endorse such
a statement. In the same veing #t is impossible for us to agree’
with the abstention vote cast by our Permanent Representative in
the UN to the motion censuring Israeli aggression in the Lebanon
and the US policies encouraging this, just because these constitute
foreign policy decisions taken by the government. :

If the activities of/our Association had not been suspended and
we had been in a positiom to express our views on these two atti-
tudes, would we have been held in contempt of the Turkish State?

Let me also add that the Peace Association did not hesitate to
fully support all the statements of various state officials concer-—
ning the desirability of world peace, detente and disarmament (as
well as official ‘statements expressing solidarity with the people
of Palestine agaimst Israeli aggression) at every instance when
these were expressed as government policies.

PEACE AND DEMOCRACY

The indietment also contains highly selective quotations from
the motions passed in our first and second Annual General Meetings
which are cited as evidence to accuse us of "subversion".



Democratic Demands

Within the same train of thought I must reply to the astoni-
shing interpretation put forward by the Prosecutor that our AGM
motions concerning the repeal of articles 141 and 142 of the
Turkish Penal Code constitute activities which show that we
acted "in tandem with the will and directives of the Russian
Communist Party and the illegal Turkish Communist Party".

The said articles were not only challenged in the (Turkish
National Assembly and the Constitutional Court as a result of t
their continuous condemnation by all democrats in our country,
but were equally subject to criticism jip the intermational
sphere in such platforms as the Council of Europe. Indeed, these
articles were contested within the framework of the NATO Charter
by our Western allies who have been concerned throughout by their
fascist origins and implications.

All I can say is that the mentality which'ean detect a corres-
pondence between calling for the repeal of laws adopted from
Italian Fascism and being under the tutelage of the Soviet Com-
munist Party lags a long way behind the enlightened standards of
the last quarter of the 20th century.

The Peace Association's demand  for the repeal of the "Mussolini
Laws" was a natural result of its“pringiple that the struggle for
peace and democracy are one and the same. One cannot engage in the
struggle for peace in societies)ywhere democracy, with all its values
and institutions, is inoperative. And when such an attempt is
nevertheless made, then one is forced into grappling with the kind
of outlook pervading the indictment. In other words, there would be no ,

freedom or guarantee of human rights in a society where the kind of cutlook
prevailing in the Prosecutor's indictment dominated political life.

The Individuals Camrising the TPA Executive

Your Honour,

Before concluding my testimony. relatimg to the spiritc eof the
indictment against the Peage Association, I specifically wish to
turn to the sections in this text which link individual views of
members of the executive committee with the overall .ideas put
forward in the public stgatements of our Association.

Who are the members comprising the highest governing %ody of
the Turkish Peace Association?

The President ©f the Peace Association is a person who has
served the Turkish®s®tate for exactly 40 years, 20 of those with
rank of ambassador,;enabling him to represent and speak on behalf
of our country abroad. He has held office in the highest echelons
of our Ministry,ofy Foreign Affairs during some of the most sensi-
tive periods of our recent history such as the Cyprus crisis of
the mid-1950g“and the Middle East crisis of 1958 when our country
came to the brink of war. He has represented the state in UN and
other intermational forums.
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But, as frequently encountered in the indictment, for some
reason no mention is made of Motion 28 passed unanimously in our
last AGM held on 5th April, 1980. I will reproduce this in its
entirety since it constitutes the preamble to the Statutes of
our Association and is therefore of a binding nature.

"In the AGM. of the Turkish Peace Association held
in Istanbul on 3rd, 4th, and 5th September 1980,
noting that due to the principled adherence to
the traditional, binding principles of both the
world and Turkish peace movements, firm steps
have been taken in the growth and development of
our activities; that our movement is built upon
solid foundations, namely, that our movement 'is
founded upon the traditions and experiences of
the Turkish peoples as enshrined in the War of
Independence with its legacy of liberation, demo-
cracy and peace; that at the root of these expe-
riences which took us through the Erzurum and
Sivas Congresses ultimately to the comvening of
the First National Grand Assembly founding the
Turkish Republic, is to be found the will of our
people for national sovereignty, for good rela-
tions with all our neighbours as.well as friend-
ship for all nations, for coexisting in peace
and solidarity... it is reselved,that the
Statutes below have been{ agreed upon..."

In view of this resolution{whichhdefines the aims of the Peace
Association, the irrelevance/of allythe allegations in the indict-
ment concerning our motivessbécomes.once more obvious.

Peaceful Coexistence

The Prosecutor's identification of our opposition to military
alliances with the West as being "pro-Soviet", is vacuous, un-
serious, and unjust. The indictment persistently repeats-such
assertions in a way which suggests that the intention is really
to create confusion amongét the Turkish public. I would like to

emphasize that as a Peace Association we are neither autcmatically for nor
against any nation. Just likepany other organisation which has
espoused the principles o0f the peaceful coexistence of all peoples
of the world, we can only be on the side of those who genuinely
favour peace as opposed to those who threaten peace.

Turko-Soviet Relations

If, however, the Prosecutor intends to imply that the Peace
Association was «in favour of friendly relations between Turkey
and the Soviet UnT™®n, then he is correct.

For, as the Peace Association, we sincerely believe that just
as in the caselof our other neighbours, Turco-Soviet friendship
which was forged during the days of our War of Independence and
which became the cornerstone of the foreign policy designed by
the founderof our natiom, Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, is of essential
importance for our nation's security both now and in the future,
in so far as it rested on mutual respect and cooperation.



Other members of the executive are each prominent names in
their respective professions. Included amongst them is a jurist
with a career spanning 32 years, a career which was crowned when
he was elected on three consecutive occasions to the Presidency
of the Istanbul Bar Association = an institution which, in the
104 years of its existence, has rightfully commanded international
acclaim and respect.

Included amongst our ranks are persons who were elected either
as independent or as party members of the National Assembly, sena-
tors, high renking civil servants; people with a longsrecord of
service in the educational sphere such as university,deans, pro-
fessors, assistant professors, lecturers and teachers; our exe-
cutive was also distinguished with the presence of (elected leaders
of the democratic associations of our country's doctors, engineers,
and technical staff; we have in our ranks artists, wWriters and
poets whose works are acknowledged outside the boumdaries of our
country; last but not least, some of our country's most prominent
journalists were also included in the executive,committee of our
Association.

Those before you in the dock have served the Turkish state honourably
for a total of 406 years.

The persons before you do not share the same political beliefs
and convictions. You may indeed find.amongst them members of diffe-
rent political parties which were jabolished after 12th September
as well as persons with no political affiliations.

I leave it up to your Trib@mal to decide whether to charge an
assembly of such distinction ,aodscalibre with coming together for
the express purpose of "overthrowing .the State and to replace it
with a Communist Order" can be deemed to be the result of a healthy
juridical decision.

Your Homnour,
Respected Members of the Tribunal,

This is what I have towsay about the substantive issues raised
by the indictment. I have gigt gone into detail and I am prepared to
answer all the charges thatsare laid against me. As the President
of the Turkish Peace Ass@ciation, I have this request to make to
you: do not give any credence to this indictment which has brought
us before you with fictigious allegations for no other reason than
for expressing our opinions and views concerning the aspirations
of our people and thedr vital interests.

As in the casé 0of the famous scientist who was brought before
a medieval tribunalifor claiming that the world revolved around the
sun, only to persi®t "But it does move", please do not force us to
acclaim "But theypeoples of the world want peace!”

That the world revolves around the sun is as real and irrefuta-
ble as the desire of the peoples of the world to live in peaceful
coexistence/without fear of the mass suicide that war implies.

For all these reasons, a UN General Assembly resolution
passed in 1959 clearly sanctioned that "universal and tocgl
disarmament is the most important question facing the natioms
of the world". The UN has subsequently provided a permanent
forum for the most comprehensive discussions of the question,
of disarmament. This is because the majority of the members
of the UN are aware of the key solutions which disarmament
provides, and are comnscious of the simple logic that since
war means weapons, a world order from which the means of
death and destruction can be eliminated gradully is/the
beginning of a process of peace from which there can be no
return.

The reference is to the National War of Libeération of 1919-1922.

The Central Treaty Organisation was set up’ in August 1959 by
Pakistan, Iran, Turkey and the U.K. to Sueceed the structure
established by those countries, with Irag, under the Baghdad
Pact. Iraq withdrew after its revolutiem in 1958. CENTO was
disbanded a few years ago.

This covers the years between the founding of the Republiic in
1923 to 10th November 1938.

CSIA Eurcpean Security Workiag Group, "Instability and Change
on NATO's Southernm Flank", Intermarional Security, Volume 3

"The sharp tome of President Johnmson's famous letter to Turkish
Prime Minister Inonu and particularly the suggestion that the
US might not come to the aid.of Turkey in the event of a Soviet
attack came as a profound sheck. One of the most important con-
sequences of the Turks' ensuing foreign policy re—evaluation

was a reexamination of bilateral defence arrangements. This
resulted in the signing of a new Defence Cooperation Agreement
in July, 1969, giving the Turkish government more control over
indigenous U.S. bases.

* The Turkish Workers Party and the Turkish Socialist Party were
legal political parties prior to 12th September 1980 when they
were banned by order of the Martial Law authorities. The Turkish
Workers Party was founded in 1961 by 12 trade unionists and held
15 seats in the National Assembly during 1965-1969. Turkey remains
the only member of the Council of Europe to maintain a ban on
its Communist Party. ‘

* The Republican People's Party was founded by Mustafa Kemal Ataturk
and was closely associated with the latter's reforms throughout
the formative years of the Republic. Prior to its disbandment by
the military administratiom, the RPP was the largdst single party
in the National Assembly. Its leader, Bulent Ecepit®, was Prime
Minister in 1974-75 and again in 1978-79. After being held in

virtual house arrest following the coup of 12th September 1980,
Bulent Ecevit was imprisoned twice for articles writtenm in
Western European journals and for statements . made to the Dutch
and Scandinavian aewspapers. The RPP is a sister party of the
British Labour Party and is a member of thevSocialist Intermational.

* At the time, the Turkish government virtually ignored this
Conference, and sufficed. with sending a low-ranking observer.
In subsequent years, the Non-Aligned Nations comnsistently voted
against Turkey in the UN debates ‘@oncerming Cyprus.
