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ON THE TURKISH NATIONAL MOVEMENT

[Resolution moved by Bela Kun on behalf of the Presidium of the Baku
Congress and adopted by the htte;]

After hearing Enver Pasha's declaration on the Turkish national
movement, the Congress of Eastern Peoples adopts the following
resolution:

1) The Congress expresses its sympathy with all the Turkish fighters,
who struggle - and first and foremost against the British and French
imperialist bandits - against World imperialism which oppresses and
exploits the Eastern peoples and holds the toilers of the world in
slavery. Like the %md Congrese of the Communist International, the
first Congress of the Eastern Peoples declares that it supports the
general national revolutionary movements which strive to liberate the
oppressed peoples of the East from under the yoke of foreign imperial-
ists,

2) The Congress. places on record, however, that the general
national revolutionary movement in Turkey is directed only against
foreign oppressore and t.ha.f. its success by no means signifies the
liberation of the Turkish peasants and workers from all kind of
oppression and exploitation. The success of this movement will not
bring about the solution of questions which are most important for



the Turkish teoiling classes - the agrarien question and the guestion

‘of levies - and will not eliminate the major obstacles to the libera-

tion of the Zast - discords between nationalities.

3) The Congress deems it inperat;ive that specizl caution be
exercised with regard to the leaders of the movement, who in the
past led the fight of the Turkish peasants and workers in the interest
of one of the imperialist groups, and thereby exposed the toiling
masses of Turkey to double peril in the interests of a small group
of rich and high military officers. The Congress proposes that these
leaders should now demonstrate in practice their readiness to serve
the toiling people and redeem their former false moves.

While proposing to the teiling masses of Turkey and of the entire
East that they support the Turkish.general national revolutionary
movement,the Congress calls upon the peasants and workers of Turkey
to unite into organization of their own; to be ready to carry to
fruition the cause of libefation, and not to let the foreign imperialists
interfere with the cause of liberation by making use of their contacts
with and their influenée upon the native rich, the kulaks, bureaucrats,
and generals (pashas, dere-beys, and so fort.fx). Only thus can the
toiling people of Turkey achieve liberation from all their oppressors
and exploiters, and only then will the land, factories » mines, and
all the wealth of the country in general serve the interests of the
toilers and of the toilers only.

Kominist Enternasyo-
nalin Tkinci Kongresi gibi, Dogu Halklari Birinci Kurultayi da, Dogu'-
nun ezilen halklarini yabanci emperyalizminin boyundurugundan kurtar-
maya galigan genel ulusal devrimci hapeketleri destekledigini bildi-
2ir.
2) Ancak Kurultay sunun da kayda gecmesini ister ki, Tirkiye'deki
ulusal devrimci hareket yalnmica di¢ baskicilara karsi ydnelmis olup,
bu hareketin basarisi Tirkekoyld ve ig¢ilerinin her tiirlii baski ve
somiriiden kurtulmasi anlamina/gelfheyecektir.

kiye'nin k&yli ve igc¢ilerini kendi &rgiitleri icinde birlegmeye, kur-
tulug dayasanin meyvalarini sonuna kadar devgirmeye hazir olmaya ve
yabancig emperyalistlerin yerli zenginler, toprak agalari, biirokratlar
ve gene¥aller (pasalar, derebeyleri wb.) ile kurduklar: iligkiler wve
onlaran iistiindeki etkilerinden yararlanarak kurtulus davasina volun-
danrsaptlrmava izin vermemeye c¢agirmaktadir.
