THE IMPACT OF MAY DAY AND ATTACKS OF REACTION

The massive May Day demonstration carried out by all anti-imperialist,
anti-fascist forces, under the leadership of the working class, had a strong
impact on public opinion in Turkey. Our working people, who participated
in the demonstration in hundreds of thousands, greeted all anti-imperialist,
anti-fascist  slogans with great joy and enthusiasm. "Freedom (o the
Communist Party of Turkey!" "Long live Proletarian Internationalism!"
"No to NATO!" "The bases of aggression on our soil must be dismantled!"
these and many other banners had a great impact., . _

This highly-organised, conscious and disciplined May Day demonstra-
tion showed the power of the proletariat of Turkey and dealt another heavy
blow against anti-communism and anti-Sovietism. May Day was a concrete
manifestation of the unity of action against the menace of fascism being
forged on the battlefield by class trade unionists, communists, socialists and
left social democrats. Statements issucd on behalf of their ﬁ_undreds of
thousands of members by various organisations, trade unions, professional
associations, youth and women's organisations strongly cmphasised that the
May Day demonstration was a step forward towards the establishment of a
unity of front and unity of action of all national, democratic forces against
imperialism, the fascist threat, bloody attacks and the policy of exploitation -
and repression. SO S o

The magnificent May Day demonstration had a strong impact in the
international sphere as well. The press of the socialist countries and, ‘organs
of many fraternal communist and workers' parties reported the M ay Day
demonstration in Istanbul. Such newspapers as''Neues Deutschland !, ' Unsere
Zeit", "Pravda', "Rabotnichesko Delo" and "L'Humanite!' stressed the
discipline and high level of class consciousness displayed in the demonstration,

Such a development multiplied the fears of the reactionary forces. When
they realised that all their provocations and intimidations prior to May Day
had been in vain, they went over to even more violent attacks soon after the
May Day demonstration. The ringleaders of the former government, Demirel,
Tiirkes, and their partners, strove to conceal the anti-imperialist, anti-fascist
political content of May Day, to break up the unity of the national
democratic forces who stood shoulder to shoulder in May Day Square. They
intensified their attacks in the face of pictures of Marx, Engels and Lenin
being carried in May Day Square, in the face of shouted slogans for "Freedom
to the TKP!" and "Long live proletarian internationalism!" They also came
out against Prime Minister Ecevit's words on the subject of "Freedom to the
TKP!": "Demands for freedom are a necessary part of democracy."
The reason for the attacks by reactionary-fascist forces 1s clear. They are
angry and irritated by the fact that the May Day demonstration was not marred
by any event.

The Turkish Chief of Staff, Evren, expressed an historical truth in saying
that "The People of Turkey shall never forget the fraternal aid provided by
Soviet Russia during their national liberation struggle against the foreign
invaders'. The Soviet Union has always followed a peaceful policy towards
Turkey. Friendship and fraternity between the two countries was among the
main principles of the first worker-peasant state led by Lenin. So it is today as
well.

As a
guarantee of peace and security, it is proposing the signing of a non-aggression
pact. It is striving to extend relations of all-sided cooperation from the
economic to the political sphere.

Bulgaria is the best example of this. At the beginning of May, Prime Minister
Ecevit visited Bulgaria.
