The indictment
prepared by the fascist colonel Takkeci, demands heavy imprisonments up to 30 years for
these persons who are the honour of our country, just because they defended peace and
waged a struggle to make our country the factor of peace in the region.

The truth which nobody, can disapprove is that the main question which is interested all
peoples of the world today, the question of "war or peace?'” The leaders of the Peace
Committee have taken firm positions on this subject. They expressed desire of our people for
peace, The junta administration on the other hand, approves the policy of the US Adminis-
tration which produces the source for danger of war. That is why it applies heavy repression
on those who want to prevent our country being dragged into the flames by the chiefs of
the US Administration and the NATO.

SPEECH MADE BY COMRADE [ BILEN, GENERAL SECRETARY OF

occasion of 100th birthday anniversary of G. Dimitrov, an outstanding leader of the
world communist movement and devoted son of the Bulgarian people, We would like to
convey our sincere thanks to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Bulgaria for
giving us this oppotunity to participate in this meeting and also for their sincere hospitality.

In this speech, we would like to express great significance of the principles and ideals of
Dimitrov for struggles of our working class and for all forces for peace and democracy.
First of all, we must state that here in Sofia, we have once more witnessed successfully
realization of Dimitrov's testament which says ""In few decades, we must reach to the level
which other countries have reached in a century under different conditions"” by the working
class and the people of Bulgaria under the leadership of the Communist Party of Bulgaria
and its outstanding General Secretary, comrade Jivkov. People of Bulgaria has obtained
these great successes because they have remained on the path which was drawn by its great
leader and teacher, Dimitrov, because of close friendship between Bulgaria and the Soviet
Union, today, it advances by powerful steps on the path of struggle to make preparations for
material bases for formation of the socialist society and transition to communism.

Latest Plenary Mecting of the CC which was held in May, put forward the task of
mobilising all forces in order to create a powerful mass movement against the US imperi-
alism as the most urgent task, There are broad forces for peace in our country.

Of course, our party wages a struggle to draw these
forces into an active struggle. We state that barbarous attacks of the junta can not stap
peace forces to make a leap forward bravely for the cause of peace. Because today such a
situation has created that those who do not take the risk of being persecuted, will drive
themselves to the path of imperialism which leads to nuclear suicide.

Onslaught of the junta against peace forces is not only application of force and terror.
It is trying to confuse many democrats, who are willing to join in the peace struggle, by
fanning chauvinistic hystery against Greek, Ermenian and Kurdish peoples. It is impossible
to camry out a successful struggle for peace without struggling against chauvinism, without
carrying out a campaign in order to enlighten people ideologically for friendship among
peoples and without holding proletarian internationalism tightly. At the same time, we
know that it is impossible to wage a successful struggle for peace and friendship among
peoples without taking Leninst positions against national nihilism in the present medium
of reaction in which our people are being poisoned with chauvinism. Teachings of Dimitrov
which were put forward years ago are still have a great value for us today.

Comrades,

This wonderful jubilee in the motherland of Dimitrov expresses very well the power of
world communist movement, its broadness and deepness. Now, during this meeting, we are
undoubtedly more powerful. All fraternal partics, no matter under how different conditions
they are working and solving various specific problems, of course they are cooperative
fulfiling the great internationalist task of pushing back the aggressive policy of imperialism
and preservation of peace in the world.As Comrade Brezhnev underlined in the 26.
