AMERICANS, NATO CHIEFS - GO HOME!

In eastern region of Turkey, near the Soviet border, war manoeuvres have
been carried out for weeks, It is apparent that these provocative manoeuvres,
namely "Adventure Express-83". take an important place in the expansionist
plans of the USA and NATO. Visits of arms tradesmen of Pentagon and NATO
generals one after another in order to foliow these manoeuvresare the proof of
it. Meanwhile, J.Luns, the General Secretary of NATO, and general Rogers
are also on the stage of these manoeuvres. American Rapid Deployment Forces
also paticipate in these manoeuvres. Visit of Luns and Rogers was followed
by the visit of ex-Secratary of State of the USA, H. Kissinger who prepared the
bloody plot against Alliende in Chile. These war experts of the USA and NATO,
what do they what, what do they look for in our country? The adventure ex-
press departed in a dangerous and tense atmosphere, where does it go? Where
does it dragg our country to? Operations of Turkish armed troops which were
driven into the territory of Iraq was the rehersal of which American or NATO
plan? These questions give a reply to the question of what do the Pentagon and
NATO chiefs want in our country? This body show of the US and NATO heads
in our country at the same time aims to give support to the junta who could
solve none of the economic and political problems of our country and bankrup-
ted with its play of transition to democracy. The junta who backed itself with
the arms tradesmen of the USA and NATO try to present itself before the boad
opposition stronger than it is.

WHERE DOES THE "ADVENTURE EXPRESS" GO?

At the end of May, commando troops of the Turkish Armed Forces passed
over the boundary line with Iraq and started armed operations in Kurdistan of
Irag. The junta tried to give no information to the publie opinion about this
manoeuvre.

Therefore, for the first time the provision of the Constitution which gives
authority to the President to use armed forces has been applied in practise.
Persistent warnings of the CC of the CPT that this constitution could drive the
country and our people into war without their will and with the will of only
one person unfortunately has been verified in such a short time.

Kurdish or Turkish, many mothers and fathers in tears do not even know
why they have lost their sons in this bloody attack. The junta government how-
ever proclaimed that this attack has been conducted according to bilateral
agreement with the Iraq goverment and with its approval, with the aim of
protecting the borders of Turkey and it was limited.

Approval of the Iraq government, by no means prove the murders of the
junta in Kurdistan of Iraq as just operations. What would happen, if the junta
administration tried to drown an action started by Kurdish people in Turkey
with national democratic demands with the help of Israeli army? The junta who
made such an attempt would take Turkish or Kurdish all peoples in its own
cou‘lx‘nl;:y into opposition.
