The party organisations inside and outside the country were represented,top,
medium and rank-and-file levels in the Congress.

OPENING SPEECH OF THE S5TH CONGRESS OF THE CPT
MADE BY COMRADE BILEN,CHAIRMAN OF THE CPT

There can be nothing more honourable than being the members of the CPT
who keeps the light of Leninism in our beautiful country. We were Leninists
in the Baku Congress in 1920. We had raised the banner of Leninism in the 4th
Congress in 1932. And in 1983, we are on the path of Leninism also in the 5th
Congress. This will neither change in future. Leninism is vivid in the uncom-
parable successes and the struggles of the Great October Socialist Revolution,
of the Soviet Union and other socialist countries, of the world communist mo-
vement.

Our party also occupies a place among the witnesses of the loyality of the
CPSU to proletarian internationalism. The CPT owes a great deal to the un-
precedented solidarity of the CPSU...

The CPT convenes its 5th Congress after 51 years... It is very sad not to con-
vene our congress for such a long time. This however does not overshadow the
party. All along 51 years, the CPT has never remained outside the struggle.
During this period, we, the communists lived through nearly 25 massive arrest
operations. We have overcome them all. After each arrest, after each betrayal, we
stood up again. We reached to these happy days at the cost of many victoms,
severe pains...

The First Congress of our party was convened in Baku in 1920. On the day
of foundation of the party, the Congress greeted Lenin. The reply of the bour-
geoisie to this congress was the bloody murder of our leaders in the Black Sea on
January 28-29, 1921.

The party did not collapse.

The Second Congress was convened in Ankara in 1922. The Congress was
attended by the delegations from the Soviet, French, German Communist
parties, called upon the people of Turkey to join national liberation struggle.
While the communists were going to the front arms in hands, the reply of the
bourgeoisie to the congress was to burn the building where the congress took
place and organise an armed attack against the delegates. And soon, the party
was banned.



The CPT had its Third Congress in 1925. That time the reply of the bour-
geoisie was more sneaking... It stroke a blow from the inside, made its agents to
infiltrate into the party. The second front was opened against the party: That
was the front of liquidators, and opportunists.

The CPT has faced the attacks from both fronts, it has re-organised itself,
cleared its ranks from the liquidators. It convened the Fourth Congress in
1952 1n 1stanbul.

Following the Fourth Congress, the CPT has waged a teeth-to-teeth struggle
of existing or not existing...

Today the 5th Congress will give a powerful weapon into the hands of our
working class against the danger of war and against fascism.

Delegate comrades came to the Congress unde difficult conditions, and that
has produced a crack in the walls of fascism. The dictatorship could not prevent
th:o convention of the Congress by torture, arrests and by means of provo-
cators...

chauvinistic brutality on the Kurdish people. The urgent task is to overthrow
the fascist dictatorship. The direct aim of our party is to take the political
power from the hands of collaborating oligarchy, to form the goverment of the
brodest national democratic forces and establish national democracy. This line
has prepared the necessasy foundation for a brodast front. Therefore, the Con-
gress has drawn the national tasks successfully.

...For better understanding of the dimensions of the achievements, victory
against all anti-party elements, provocators and vacilliating elements, let me go
back to the past months, some months before the congress.

From the May 1981 onslaught of the generals up to the beginning of 1983,
the party faced very serious problems. Extensive arrests resulted both norro-
wing the opportunities and destory of reliance on the party, and on the other
hand, created such results that trust of some of our cadres had weakened.
Under such conditions, factionalists and anti-party elements in the ranks of
some organisations have started destructive actions. Betrayal of a person from
the leadership became useful for such persons. And some, with the hope of
possibility, had some factionalist inclinations.

In such a situation, unescapably some questions have been created in the
minds of many comrades who have been loyal to the party. These questions
could not be replied in time. Break of the ties frequently with the party organi-
sations and the leadership, weakness of the Central Committee in fulfilling the
task of informing the organisations about the inner party life played a role in
creation of such a situation. Outside the country, similar hesitations appreared
among the healty cadres of the party.

Dear comrades,

The CPT has succeeded to come out of this complex situation as a result of
big sacrifices of our cadres and their unbreakable belief in the party,with almost
no serious destruction even on the contrary, with the purification of our ranks
and gaining further strength.

In relieving the party from being introverted, April 1983 Plenary Meeting
of the CC and enlarged meeting of the Political Bureau were the turning points.
Now, we can again drive a lesson from our own experience: We can strike the
heaviest blow onto every kind of anti-party attempts to be appeared- and this
can also be expected after the Congress- not by endless arguments but by direc-
ting the whole party to the class enemy with more energy. If the main direction
of the ideological work of the party is turned not to the useless arguments
with a handful petty-bourgeois chatterboxes but to show the way of struggle
against the fascist dictatorship and the imperialism, then replies to be given to
the opportunists on each theoretical subject will avert the party from introven-
sion. The antidote of anti-party positions is to work in the way of raising the
millions for a revolutionary struggle- and in this struggle taking the risk of even
death- not considering it as a small or big work, only work, work and more
work. 2

Dear Comrades,

Our 5th Congress showed to friends and enemies that our party has healed
the wounds again, consolidated the unity of the party that wanted to be destruc-
ted, armed with a guadiance of action that is in accordance with present inter-
national and internal situation and full of hopes for our people, and conse-
quently, the CPT is being ready for leading the anti-imperialist and democratic
struggle of the working class and the masses.



Raise of our party from a severe situation up to the present stage can be
explained above all, by its unbreakable lovality to Marxism-Leninism and pro-
letarian internationalism even in the most difficult moments. It is clear that if
there was no strong international solidarity of the fraternal communist parties,
above all of the CPSU, our party could not solve any of the questions facing
the party.

The CPT gives a primary place for the struggle against a new round of nuclear
armament, danger of a nuclear war and against attempts of the USA Administra-
tion to make use of Turkey in its aggressive plans for the region and the world.
Today, our |.1ational and international tasks interlaces more than ever. Struggle
for preservation of peace is directly connected with the task of overthrowal of
tpe fascist dictatorship. For the communists, above all, it is a struggle for the
hte. of our peop[le and the mankind. As we are at the forefront in the struggle
against e:gploitatlon and repression, it is the most important task for us.

As being communists of Turkey, a NATO member country and while ag-
gressive attempts of the USA and NATO has been intensified in the region, we
are under heavy responsibilities. Today our main international task is also to
;a::ie al&ﬁ struggle against use of Turkey in the aggressive policy of the US im-

In our region, we must consolidate our solidarity, above all with the Palesti-
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nian people, with its only representative, the PLO. The USA and Israel should
draw back their bloody hands fromLebanonimmediately. We shall not allow the
use of soil of Turkey by the fascist junta for aggressive intentions of the USA
in the region, the role given to Turkey as being the gendarmerie in the interests
of the USA in the region.

We will wage a struggle with everything in our power against provocations
of the heads of the USA, NATO, and the Turkish chauvinists, against the frien-
ship between our people and the neighbouring peoples, above all the people of
Greece and Cyprus. We shall defend peaceful solutions and friendship among
peoples. We shall support every initiative for solution of the Cyprus question
on the basis of territorial integrity, non-alignment, and demilitarisation and
will have a firm position against the plots of the USA and NATO.

September 12 coup

As you know, the military coup in Turkey overthrew not a progressive or
a national reformist government but a pro-imperialist minority government of
rightist Justice Party in collaboration with the fascist Nationalist Action Party.
September 12 coup took place at a time when Republican Peoples Party and
all left forces were in opposition to the Demirel government and as the bye-
elections in 1979 showed, when the small property owners had shifted to the
right, moreover the fascists strengthened their positions in the state appara-
tus. The coup took place not in a period when the national democratic forces
started a struggle for power but when they were resisting for their democratic
rights and freedoms. These are the characteristics of the September 12, 1980
coup that differs from counter-revolutions in Chile and similar countries.

Neverthless, from the point of its onslaught against the working class, trade
unions and political organisations, supressing all patriots, democratic and peace-
loving forces, its aims and its fascist type methods, The September 12 coup
has some profound similarities with coups in many countries supported or
incited by the US imperialism.

As a result, the September 12 coup, wphile differs from other counter-revo-
lutions, aiming to take the power from revolutionary democratic and patriotic
forces or suppressing a revolutionary popular uprising, due to its deepness is a
preventive counter-revolutionary process...

At the beginning, the September 12 coup based itself upon the reactionary
allience of collaborating big and monopoly bourgeoisiebureaucraticbourgeoisie,
intermediary-speculative bourgeoisie, big land owners and the top echelon
of the army against the working class and the people for a way out of the crisis.
Reasons behind the coup are deepining crisis of dependent and relatively back-
ward capitalism, the reformist way out of this structural crisis being choked,
contradiction of the IMF prescription which was proposed as a solution of
crisis and put into practice on January 24, 1980, with the interests of broad
masses, unapplicability of this programme under a parliamentarian regime.
Imperialism has applied every method to prevent Turkey from breaking the ties
with imperialism. Further more, because of factors such as increasing tensions
in the international arena, the US imperialism putting into practice its global
plans of establishing its hegemony and the role given to Turkey in these plans,
imperialism provoked and supported the coup in Turkey. -

Why the military coup of September 12, 1980 could not be prevented?

Up to now,there have been various evaluations on this subject.To give a reply to
this question once more is not only a historical task. It is important also from
the point of enlighthening the forthcoming period.

Above all, the unity of the left forces could not been achieved. Although,
in parallel with mounting of fascist terror and increasing possibility of a mili-
tary coup, necessity of unity among the left forces was coming to grasp and in
some places unity of action was achieved and common platforms were formed.
Unfortunately, the level, and content of them, let alone to change the course,
could not even reach to the stage to become a foundation for today.

Secondly, no matter what it is called, a front of all national democratic
torces did not exist.The negative role played by the slogan of '"No to the fronts"
raised by the RPP at that time is known. And unfortunately, all national democ-
ratic forces could not unite in a front, but all anti-national forces could succeed
to unite in a front against the people. From the point of national democratic
forces, it is a bitter reality that big lessons should be drawn from it.

Thirdly, in that period, the trade union movement was divided. The working
class was organised in Tiirk-Is and in DISK. As if it is not enough, in DISK a
division had appeared that there was an attempt of trying to exclude the class
based unions. That had weakened the power of struggle of the working class.
A conclusion to be drawn from this should be cognition by everyone that every
step in direction to division of the trade union unity of the working class brings
such bitter consequences.

Forthly, it is the shift to the right in the middle strata caused by dissapoint-
ment created by the RPP and terrorism. Hence, the path was paved for the
reaction. The state of the middle strata in countries like ours continues to be
a significant factor in realignment of the political forces.

Fifthly, it is the erosion of the bourgeois parliament and loosing its value in
the eye of the people. Prints of the crisis undoubtedly was reflected in the bour-
geois parliament. The people, being fed up With the '"MP markets" and chokes
in the parliament were in difficulty of grasping the necessity of protecting
parliamentarian freedoms and positions.

Sixtly and lastly, it is the increasing reactionary role of the army in the poli-
tical life. Martial law periods before September 12 1980 increased the activity
of the army which was already playing an important role in the political life
of the country through series of organs and applications. And the masses were
convinced to this situation through mounting terrorism. The masses learned at
a high cost that the "saving role" of the army was not the same as it was in
1920s but it was the demagogy of the ruling forces disseminated i» z2~ordance

with the US doctrines and served for stopping the patriotic sections in the army
to unite with the people.

For peace and national democracy

-..Direct aim of the CPT is to overthrow the fascist dictatorship and form the
government of national democratic forces. Our party believes that struggle
waged fm: this aim and successes achieved will create favourable prerequisites
of an anti-imperialist democratic revolution which is the first stage of a single
revolutionary process. :

National democracy as it was approved in the Plenary Meeting of the CC of
the CPT in 1983 and now in the party programme can be realiI:gd through the
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power of allience of the working class a a vanguard, the peasantry, middle strata,
owners of small and medium capitalist enterprises. As a result of this struggle
depending on the degree of leading power of the working class among other
forces participating in the government and the strength of the positions of our
party at that moment, our party will start to apply the programme of national
democracy together with its allies.

In summary, the national democracy programme contains the following:

-Active contribution of Turkey for preservation of world peace, peaceful
co-existance with the socialist countries and with all its neighbouring countries;
to get free from all commitments introduced by the treaties with the USA
and NATC, no opportunities to be given to the USA and NATO to use our
soil and armed forces against third countries as a threat or for the aim of attack;
application of the principle of solvation of all disagreements with neighbouring
countries only by peaceful means; development of multi-sided relations with
all counries on the basis of mutual benefit and equality.

-Declaration of a general political amnesty; stop of persecutions; return of
right of citizenship of political refugees and permitting their repatriation; annul-
ment of the 1982 Constitution and preparation of a new constitution on the
basis of democratic principles of the 1960 Constitution; by this constitution,
giving whole power to the parliament which to be formed under democratic
conditions; full realization of political, trade union freedoms, freedom of
thought and consciousness; abolition of fascist trends; realization of lift of
national oppression of the Kurdish people; clearance of the state apparatus and
especially the army from fascists, remnants of the junta and from the agents of
imperialism; reorganisation of the whole state apparatus an the basis of democ-
ratic foundations; assignment of the army with the task of protection of national
independence and democratic achievements.

-Pursue of an economic and social policy which aims to give an end to econo-
mical dependence, to realize democratic land and agricultural reform, to end the

. privileges of domestic and foreign monopolies and the big bourgeoisie and res-

trict their activities, stop the activities of the mediator-speculative bourgeoisie,
in the direction of industrialisation with leading role of state economic sector,
to raise the economic, social, cultural level of people and just distrubution of
national income in favour of working people; decrease of extensive military

- expenditures imposed by NATO.
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STATEMENT

November 6 elections resulted with the heavy defeat of the Nationalist
Democracy Party (MDP). The Prime Minister, B.Ulusu, some other ministers,
~n.American and pro-fascist generals, persons from the police force were
among the candidates of this party of the junta. The fascist dictatorship gave
full support to the MDP. The overwhelming majority of the people, by not
voting for this praty who announced during the election campaign that it recie-
ved the support of the junta, in reality expressed their protest against the fas-
c * “-‘orship, its three years of repression, executions, policy of slavery
to the imperialism, armament and the anti-popular economic measures in accor-
dance with the directives of the imperialist monopolies.

The people of Turkey showed its opposition to fascism and to the Evren's
dictatorship.

As there was no other alternative before the people, majority of the votes
were concentrated at other two parties which were also allowed to participate
in the elections.

Moreover, in the November 6 elections, a considerable section of the citizens
who were above the voting age were left outside the elections. One and a half
million democrats who did not use their votes in the referendum for the Consti-
tution were deprived of their right to vote, five million citizens who are in the
voting age since 1977 were not enrolled in the register,

The Communist Party of Turkey and all other anti-junta forces were realized
some of the goals which they have put forward before the elections, especially,
they have succeeded to say '"'stop'' to the number one party of the fascist
junta. The CPT, with its statement dated July 18, 1983 called upon our people
above all, to do everything for the defeat of the MDP, the junta party and for

this aim, the communists, despite the heavy conditions of repression, have ful-

filled their own tasks.

The CPT and other anti-junta forces at the same time called upon our people
to use invalid votes. One million voters gave a positive response to this appeal.
A significant number of the two million voters who did not use their votes, as a
sign of protest did not go to the voting poles. The percentage of the invalid votes
however was not at a such level enabling to thwart the election trick of the
junta. The main reason of such a result is the repressive measures of the junta
and its anti-communist demagogies. Evren addressed to the anti-communist
prejudices disseminated by the bourgeois parties up to now, by means of such a
propaganda that use of invalid votes in the elections would only be beneficial
for the CPT and for the communists millions of voters who intended to use
invalid votes have become the victoms of anti-communism, and while protes-
ting the junta party, at the same time voted for the reserve parties of the junta
and fell into the trap of the collaborating oligarchy. Because of its class interests,
the bourgeois opposition was frightened with a probable crisis to be appeared
if the number of invalid votes was to be large. With their irresolute positions,
they caused a division among the people against the junta, served for the reserve
parties to gain a temporary victory and destroyed the opportunity of thwarting
the election manoeuvre of the junta. At the same time, despite clear-cut propo-
sals of the CPT, the left forces could not gather around a common platform

~ before the elections.They could not show that the left has the power of being an
alternative for the liberation of the people. Inspite of some joint actions orga-
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nised abroad, overwhelming majority of divided left groups did not carry out a
serious campaign for the elections. Division and inactivity were the main factors
choking the way of stopping the irresoluteness of the bourgeois opposition and
prevented the masses to start an active struggle.

Now, the generals are trying to prove that so-called elections were democ-
ratic, because invalid votes were only 6 per cent and therefore, to cover up
their defeat. The percentage of the invalid votes, not being at a higher level,
gave an opportunity to the junta to carry out its demagogies about transition
to democracy and hide itself behind a parliamentarian cover and prepared an
opportunity for the western imperialist countries who unopenly supported the
junta, to confuse their public opinion with the allegation of "transition to
democracy in Turkey'".

In reality however, it is a clear truth that the November 6 elections by no
means has a democratic character.

Despite the blow onto the MDP, large amount of votes gained by Ozal (Chair-
man of the Motherland Party) does not reflect the true inclination of the people.
Because Ozal and his party addressed to millions of people who said 'no’ to the
policies of the junta and to its governments, by hiding its real face, presented its
opposition to the MDP as an opposition the junta and cowardly hided its sup-
port of the regime and as compared with the MDP, did not differ any of the
basic questions.

Now, the Motherland Party which makes preparations to be the party in
power, similar to the MDP is loyal to the pro-September 12 regime and hostile
to the domoeratic rights and freedoms, freedom of organisation in trade unions,
collective bargaining, right to strike, right of organisation and freedom of press.
The Constitution which chained the people was prepared in the period when
T.0zal was the deputy Prime Minister. This party, same as the MDP is favour
of putting the burden of the economic crisis onto the shoulders of the people,
opening the state sector for the plunder of a handful holdings, opening the
soil of the country, agricultural areas for the imperialist capital. January 24
economic measures which caused the bankruptcy of the middle strata, ruin
of the people were applied by T.Ozal, in accordance with the orders of the
generals. Again same as the MDP, the Motherland Party is also for dragging
Turkey into the nuclear war plans of Reaganites, for further armament, cons-
truction of new American bases on our soil, it is for stationing of aggressive
Rapid Deployment Forces and new nuclear arms, for turning our country into
a powder-keg. All treaties of betrayal, secretly signed between Turkey and the
USA contain the signature of T. Ozal together with other ministers of the junta.

Broad masses will understand better the true face of T. Ozal very soon.

As it was seen, in November 6 elections, while the junta party was defeated,
desire of the people to have a radical change the regime became materiali-
zed, fascism has not overthrown. The real power is still in the hands of the
generals. T.8zal who will form the new government is the reserved person of
the junta, its partner, an agent of the IMF and one of the representatives of the
collaborating oligarchy. 3

Even if it is so, the government to be formed can not save itself from in its
each step vacilliating between the anti-popular policy of the junta and the
desire of the millions of working people, small and medium sized capitalists,
under the influence of contradicting interests of various imperialist states,
between facism and the tendency of an ordinary pro-imperialist liberal regi-
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me. November 6 elections can not solve the crisis of the regime. On the con-
trary, it will deepen it.

There is a historical opportunity before the working class, before our peop-
le and the national democratic forces. The opportunity of turning the success
achieved against the MDP, the party of the [fascist regime into a real victory
against fascism. The generals will not hesitate from taking the revange of the
blow. Confusion with the attitude of Evren subduing the election results, eli-
eving in the demagogies of T.0zal and his ilks means to engander the interests
of the country and of the people.

Now the task is to expose at every opportunity that the generals'who hide
themselves behind a parliamentarian mask holding the real power, to get prepa-
red for a nation-wide resistance in order to give an end to fascism.

The tasks put forward by the 5. Congress of the CPT has become urgent
tasks after the November 6 elections.

The CPT will support all democratic initiatives in the direction of giving an
end to the Evren dictatorship, to have new Presidential and general elections.

The CPT will defend the demands of the workers, peasants, poffesionals,
youth, women, of all small and medium sized capitalists, to be realised by the
government to be formed, it will support fully all kinds of actions for these
demands.

The CPT calls upon all our citizens who defeated the pro-junta MDP who was
against a general political amnesty, to raise their voices for a political amnesty.
The CPT calls upon everyone for defence of peace, for thwarting the plans on
making our country the gendarmerie of the USA in the region, to stop the bru-

~ tality in the Kurdistan of Turkey, to face the policy of turning the economy of
Turkey into the feeder of the IMF and of a handful domestic monopolies and
big land owners, to unite in a single front.
