IN MEMORY OF COMRADE I.BIiLEN

The working class of Turkey, our people, the Communist Party of Turkey,
the world communist movement and our friends all over the world have lost
one of their heroic sons, Comrade I.Bilen, Chairman of the Communist Party
of Turkey. Comrade Bilen passed away unexpectedly on November 18, 1983
at the age of 81. Comrade Bilen, a fervent defender of Marxism-Leninism and
proletarian internationalism an unprecedented organiser, a great patriot and an
internationalist is no longer among us. He devoted all his life to the party of
Mustafa Suphi, to the interests of the working people of Turkey, to the ideals
of independence and revolutionary renewal of Turkey and to the cause of
commu nism,

Comrade Bilen was born in Rize, on October 18, 1902, in a family of a com-
misioner in navy. After his secondary education, he began to work as a mac-
hinist in Hali¢ dockyard, one of the first beds of the working class of Turkey.
When he was 18, he joined an organisation founded by the young workers
working in the samework place with him and he participated in the liberation
movement against Entente armies and against internal reaction. Comrade Bilen
joined the armed struggle in the ranks of this organisation an got wounded in the
winter of 1920. This young fighter of the liberation struggle was nominated as a
party member by the Halic Committee of the CPT in March 1922.

Since then, up to the day of his death, during 61 years, Corarade Bilen ful-
filled all the tasks assigned by the party without any hesitation, with a great
enthusiasm and creativity. He undertook all kinds of responsible party tasks
from the basic units up to the highest organs of the party.

Comrade Bilen completed his Marxist-Leninist education in Moscow in the
Communist University of Working People of the East under the name of
‘"Marat''. Today, the older generation of our party, old friends of Comrade Bilen
and many great fighters of the international communist movement also know
him with *he name of "Marat""

Right after his return to his country in 1926, Comrade Bilen was assigned as
an organiser in the organisational work of the party. In the years when Adana
Provincial Committee was being organised, Comrade Bilen observed more
closely the couregeous and fighting personality of the Anatolian people and
felt deep affection and humanist feelings for his people. During this time, Com-
rade Bilen played a great role in the struggle against a liquidation movement
which wanted to-destroy the party and against “legal Marxist". In the face of
a crisis created by the petty-bourgeois elements and the agents infiltrated into
the party leadership, took the initiative of forming a temporary central com-
mittee'in 1927, = ! : <



The life of Comrade Bilen is a life of hard struggles under the conditions of
heavy repression, surveillance, long imprisonments, exile and being a political
refugee. After his short period of arrest in 1928, he was arrested again in 1929
and imprisoned up to the end of 1933.

While Comrade Bilen was in prison, the 4th Congress of the CPT appointed
him as a member of the CC. And in 1934, while he was on the way to be exiled,
he succeeded to escape and participated in the Plenary Meeting of the CC.
He was elected secretary of the CC by the Plenary Meeting. Comrade Bilen
personally directed the organisational and propaganda activities of the party up
to the end of the year of 1937. He organised the foundation, publication and
distrubution of party publications such as the central organ of the CC "Hammer
and Sickle'',"'Bolshevik"', "Red Izmir" etc.

In all that period, he made significant contributions for the party in directing
the struggle waged against the Turkish bourgeoisie and big land owners who
again intended to collaborate with imperialism, the struggle for the interests
of the working class, the peasantry and the toiling people. He participated in
the elaboration of the pary line in relation with warning the national democ-
ratic forces, a against increasing danger of a war and mobilisation of pro-fascists
and realization of the unity of national democratic forces. In that period, in
the increasing influence of our party among the masses, organisational work of
Comrade Bilen played a special role.

By the end of 1937, the party appointed Comrade Bilen as a representative
of the CPT in Comintern. During the years of his work in Comintern, Comrade
Bilen met well-known functionaries of world communist movement, above all
Dimitrov, Kuusinen, Pieck and Gottwald. During the hard days of Great Parti-
otic War against Hitler Germany, Comrade Bilen performed a tireless work of
exposinr ‘*he real face of the pro-fascist Turkish governments to the broad mas-
ses. There is a determining contribution of Comrade Bilen in elaboration of a
party policy of anti-fascist and anti-imperialist front.

In 1951, the reactionary Bayar-Menderes regime, taking off its mask of "de-
mocrat' did not wait long for an attack against the CPT. This attack, as it was
stated by Comrade Bilen was connected with the policy of opening the doors
of the country to the US imperialism and dragging the country into Korean War
and tying it to NATO. Comrade Bilen worked tirelessly during the years of "
cold war" among the people for peace and friendship, especially for re-estab-
lishment of Turkish-Soviet friendship, achievement of national and democratic
renewal of the country.

After the years when the CPT got heavy wounds, 20 years of work of Com-
rade Bilen, especially his primary role in foundation of ''Bizim Radyo' was
a determining factor in pushing back the intention of the bourgeoisie to destroy
the party totally.

Just after the decision of the PB of the CC of the CPT on May 24, 1973,
on strengthening the party leadership and re-organisation of the party by making
use of the favourable conditions apperared in the country, in the year of 1974,
Comrade Bilen was elected General Secretary of the CC of the CPT. Comrade
Bilen founded Atilim the organ of the CC on January 8, 1974 and he was dir-
rectly in charge of preparation of a new programme, a statute of the party and
organisation of a new party cadres. _

- Under the leadership of Comrade Bilen, our party defeated the policy of
isolation of the party and driving it out of the political life, the policy of anti-

Marxist and petty-bourgeois elements. He bought up and organised new fighters
from the working class an students with the spirit of Marxism-Leninism, prole-
tarian internationalism and patriotism. He disseminated among the masses the
ideals of peace and socialism and joined, guided the struggle of Kurdish people
against oppression, exploitation, against all kinds of injustice with everything
in his power. Under the leadership of Comrade Bilen, the party, despite its
illegality has become the indivisible part of the political life, a powerful wea-
pon against imperialism, fascism and chauvinism and its respect in the inter-
national arena has grown.

Aperiod of ten years, between 1973-1983 became a period of raising the
capabilities of making forward leaps in every field, getting ideologically and
politically matured, gradually gaining the trust of working class and the masses,
learning to fight under every condition, succeeding in re-organisation of the
party against each attempt of destroy of the party from inside and against the
most severe anti-communist attacks. This period is indivisibly linked with the
name of Comrade Bilen.

Comrade Bilen not only worked for the revival of the party. At the same
time, he secured the preparations of necessary conditions for solvation of the
task that could not fulfilled all along 51 years, the task of convening the 5th
Congress of the party. One of the greatest services of him was providing the
party with reliable cadres on the basis of constant struggle against all kinds of
right and left opportunist trends appeared inside and outside the party. In the
Plenary Meeting of the CC of the CPT in April 1983, he made a proposal of for-
mation of a new party leadership and appointment of Comrade Haydar Kutlu,
General Secretary of the CC. April Plenary Meeting has approved this proposal
and due to his inestimable work all along 61 years of his party life, make use of
his rich experiences, elected Comrade Bilen as Chairman of the Party. Comrade
Bilen was re-elected as Chairman in the 5th Congress of the party with heart-
felted approval of all delegates.

Comrade Bilen will take his place in history of our party above all as a great
founder of the party who raised the CPT to a new stage, played a determining
role for creation of a new generation in the ranks of the communist movement
of Turkey. He always considered Lenin' s words '"There is no other weapon in
the struggle rather than an organisation of the working class" as a guide for
himself.

Comrade Bilen will remain in the history of the international communist
movement and in the consciousness of the working class of Turkey as a fervent
defender of proletarian internationalism, as an example of sincere love and
loyality to the CPSU and the Soviet Union. All along his life, he worked for
peace and friendship among the people This work of him was greatly appreci-
ated by the international communist movement. Orders he was awarded by
the fraternal communist parties are the proofs of this.

All communists of Turkey who learned from Comrade Bilen the meaning
of a party membership , principiality, a determined internationalist, having
unlimited love for the Soviet Union and glorious October, waging an uncom-
promising struggle against the class enemy for the interests of the working
class feel great pain. The party has lost its teacher. It will reach to the victory
by using what it has learned from Him.

The Evren dictatorship and the pro-monopoly press are trying to impose
on the people that declaration of so-called independent Turkish state in Nort-
hern Cyprus would be in favour of the Turkish Cypriots and a great national
victory has been achieved.

In reality however, division of Cyprus will be harmful for both, for the
Turkish Cypriots and for the people of Turkey. Those who benefit from this
is only the imperialists with the intention of turning Northern Cyprus into
their economical and military spring-board and their collaborators, local
monopolies.

Adventurous attempt of the fascist junta in Cyprus is not dissociated from
the plans of the USA and NATO on mounting tensions in the region and by
this way to strengthen its military existance in the Mediterranean. Now, the
danger of our country to be dragged into a war is grown further. Both, Turkey
and Cyprus have become more open for the impositions, presure and inter-ference
of the US imperialism and the heads of NATO.

While the peace in the region and in the world is in serious danger as a con-
sequence of the aggressive policy of the US imperialism, it is the task of every
patriot to prevent creation of a new spot of tensions in the Mediterranean.

The Communist Party of Turkey defends immediate withdrawal of so-
called declaration of independence and beginning of inter-communal
talks. A just, peaceful and lasting solution of the Cyprus question can only
!}e achieved on the basis of principles of independence, non-alignment, territorial
integrity and sovereignity of the island. All foreign troops, including Turkish
Armed I:‘omes should be withdrawn from the island. The island should be
demilitarized. Today it is more obvious that for the solution of the problem,
convension of an international conference under the supervision of the UN is

necessary.

The CPT is the chief
enemy of anti-Sovietism, anti-communism and main defender of the unity of
communist movement. The CPT is the most determined defender of the nati-
onal interests of our people.

They are afraid that this opposition will
force Ozal even to do things that they will not be able to control fully and this
could not briddle the desire of the people for a change.
What does it bring about? The fascist dictatorship can not carry on its brutality
without a civilian mask. But it can not be successful even in preparation of a
civilian mask. The fascist dictatorship vacillates among contradictions. This
situation creates historical opportunity above all for the left forees. That should
be seen mthoyt a delay. The masses are in search for concrete way of solution.
They are looking for the political forces that they can rely on in relief from the
present situation that they have never been satisfied. This demand of our people
has never been such clear. On the line of the 5th Congress, the CPT will make
every effort for all national democratic forces to reach an agreement on a com-
mon platform, for creation of a united alternative and above all, for the unity of
left forces.

Despite all replr'essi?.n and threat of the fascist Evren dictatorship, the masses
Fho did not say "Yes" to the impositions proved that they embody a potential
ora naﬁou—wlu:‘la resistance. Today it is more apparent that the realization of the
task of Organisagg a nation-wide resistance against imperialism, fascism and chau-
thme IinebZthg?ﬁ and Turklsh,'all people is not a dream.

esp promises of Ozal, protest of the broad masses against destructive
consequences of the deepening economic crisis, against pressure and impositi-

ons of the US Administration will grow further. The masses will see more cle-
arly the absurdness of the promises of Evren-Ozal partners on transition to dem-
democracy, on continuation of violation of trade union rights and political
rights, continuation of fascist repression, terror and martial law. The opportu-
nity for Turkish and Kurdish working people to start a struggle independently
from the ruling classes, a struggle for job, bread, for peace and democracy,for
national rights and freedoms will increase further. The task of the communists,
left forces and of other democratic forces is to utilize all these opportunities
for achiving the unity of masses for peace and democracy and prevent them to
be decieved once more by the false champions of democracy.

Fulfillment of this task is closely connected with the task of preventing a
danger of a nuclear war in which our country aimed to be driven in by the
US imperialism.

The fascist dictatorship stepped up chauvinism with the allegation of dec-
laration of independent state in Northern Cyprus. They want to confuse peopie
with this. It is observed that some progressive circles are affected by the
chauvinist propaganda and not being able to grasp that behind the declaration of
so-called independence lies the selfish interests of imperialism, NATO and the
anti-popular interests of collaborating oligarchy. It is the task of communists and
of left forces to make ineffective the poison of chauvinism incited by im-
perialism and spread by the fascist dictatorship.

We should reply to those who talk about the right of self-determination of
the people of Cyprus: You are demogoges and liers. Aren't you the ones who
let alone mentioning the right of self determination of the Kurdish people,
did not even recognised their existance and supressed, tried to annihilate the
Kurdish people for years? Actually, you do not want to recognise the right of
self-determination of the people of Cyprus consisting of Turkish and Greek
communities, you want to divide the island, to give and end to the independence
of Cyprus. You want to turn Cyprus into a military base of imperialism and
NATO and to create a new hot-bed of war.

We must constantly expose these realities to the masses in order to prevent
them to be confused and their protest against the junta to be weakened, to stop
the conditions for a nation-wide resistance to be wiped out and to disperse the
clouds of war hanging on our country.

Leaders of the Peace Committee of Turkey have been sentenced to impri-
sonments based on made-up reasons, because they opposed the annihilation of
mankind in a nuclear war. Those who struggle for peace were sentenced while
asserting that ''we are passing into a democratic regime'' We should not allow
those who want to destroy mankind to hide themselves behind the mask of
democracy. Enemies of democracy and peace are the same.

Comrades, It is more vital than ever to make every effort to raise the struggle
for peace. The US Administration and NATO governments who trail in the wake
of it last week began deployment of new nuclear missiles in Wes Europe. They
rejected all constructive proposals of the Soviet Union by trying to hide them-
selves behind all kinds of lies. They heavily trampled upon the desire of their
own people. Now the danger directed to world peace has grown further. As
we know, the US scheme also contains the plan of deployment of Pershing-2
and similar type of missiles in the soil of Anatolia in the new round of arms race
started by the USA. And for materialisation of these plans, Washington and
itsp’b’lliﬁgratdm;in Turkey will mount anti-Sovietism and the slander of ''Soviet

ON THE NEW PROGRAMME OF THE PARTY

From the CC Report read in the 5th Congress of the CPT by Comrade
Haydar Kutlu, General Secretary of the CC of the CPT

New economic, political and social developments both, in the international
arena and inside the country obliged us to elaborate the strategy of our party
again and to determine the present immediate political tasks to be put forward.

What we mean here is that the tendency of imperialism, especially the ruling
circles of NATO headed by the US imperialism, torpedoing detente, mounting
nuclear arms race and confrontation with the socialist countries, supressing the
national liberation movements by force and the tendency of "social revange"
against the working people in all capitalist countries have been elevated fo a
new level. That is the mad-like policy pursued in all countries, especially in
countries like ours being at the periphery of imperialism, fanning reaction and
ﬁt;nducﬁed in parallel with the policy of "'Crusade against Communism'' started

_ Escalation of the danger of a nuclear war to a new level has a multi-sided
:g:c; on the struggle in our country against the fascist dictatorship, connec-
Dbetween the s for peace and for overthrowal of the dictatorship and
formation of national democracy becomes more direct.
mArI;;ﬂ;etr main factor foreing us to alter the party programme first of all, is
g e of Turkey today under a fascist dictatorship. That ot only sharpencd
dé)mhl.__ il and national (between the Kurdish people and the Turkish bourgeoi:
mmmeﬂomintmmty, in addition, created a sharp, day-to-day poli:
ical contradiction between the fascist dictatorship of the collaborating oligarchy
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and the broadest social and political forces. The urgent political task facing the
party therefore has undergone changes. Now the task of defending and broade-
ning the democratic achievements gained by making use of all opportunities
given to the working class and the people by the parliamentarian regime is
replaced with the task of overthrowal of the fascist dictatorship. In other words,
the path of advancing towards the first stage of a revolution which is an integral
process has changed.

It is obvious that the immediate task of overthrowal of the fascist dictator-
ship itself will not resolve the contradiction that has to be resolved by the
people of Turkey, the contradiction between imperialism, collaborating oli-
garchy and the people and also the national bourgeoisie.

The task facing the party amd tle working class is to start the democratic
people's revolution with the broadest sections who is to overthrow the dicta-
torship. And for this it is necessary to put forward the task that to be fulfil-
led at the first step of the mentioned revolution, and unite the broadest forces
around the aim of solving these tasks. For that reason, there appears the neces-
sity of a minimum programme in order to overthrow the fascist dictator-
ship and direct this change to the first stage of the revolution, therefore enab-
ling the alliance of broader forces in comparision with the past. The National
Democracy Programme approved in the Plenary Meeting of the CC in April
1983 is the product of this necessity.

As it can be understood, national democracy is the first, beginning step of
the anti-imperialist democratic people's revolution and following this step,ra-
dical anti-imperialist, anti-monopoly, democratic transformations paving the
way for socialism will be realized and the first stage of the revolution will be
completed.

With the reason that the action programme approved in the Plenary Meeting
of the CC starts the solvation of the tasks ting of the CC starts the solvation of
the tasks which are the characteristics of the first stage of the revolution, The CC
included this first step into the draft programme. It can be understood that it is
impossible to consider this first step or the stage of the revolution separately
from the stage of its completition.

...Some people have the opinion that talking about steps and stages in the
revolutionary process would not be a revolutionary position. Of course,there
is no point of talking much about this tendency which was put forward by the
Trotskites. Its absurdness in already known. Neverthless, its effects on the
conseiousness of many good intentioned people should not be underestimated.
Now of course, our party's consideration about the first step of an inti-impe-
rialist democratic people's revolution is an evaluation which is difficult to
understand for them.

The thesis in connection with transition of the democratic revolution from
various stages in itself and its gradual development to the socialist revolution is
the Befight thought of Lenin's theory of the socialist revolution and it is testi-
fied with the experiences of all revolutions. V.LLenin, in his articles written
after the February Revolution in 1917, stated that in the development of the
bourgeois democratic revolution in Russia into a new and a "special stage"
could appear. The Bolsheviks, even when they put forward the task of a socia-
list revolution, they waged a struggle for elevating into a new strage the bour-
geois democratic revolution which was completed in content with overthrowal
of Tsarism and the bourgeoisie coming into power. As known, this struggle was
expressed in the slogan of transition of the power from the temporary bour-
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geois government into the workers and soldiers’ Soviets. Moreover, can there be
anything more correct and clever to start working for a revolution with the tasks
to be fulfilled rightaway, urgently rather than with maximalist aims ? Here
comrades, that is all to be said about for the national democracy as a beginnig
stan and the first stage of the revolution in our draft programme.

Our party programme is based on concrete analysis of capitalism. Characte-
ristics of development of capitalism in Turkey, structural crisis and their influ-
ence on the revolutionary process has been evaluated in detail in our theses...

In the analysis of capitalism, our starting point is the Marxist-Leninist the-
ory, its teachings in relation with general regularities of capitalism, Lenin's
theory of imperialism and the political economy of the contemporary world
capitalism. Capitalist development in Turkey, despite all its specifics, justifies
this theory as a whole. The conclusion we arrived as follows: It is out of theory
to talk about a capitalism which is specific of Turkey only and exists nowhere.
The capitalism in Turkey was born in the yoke of the Ottomann feodalism and
gradually transformed into the prevaling mode of production. Today in the yoke
of it is the concentration and centralisation of capital and monopolization.

Secondly, it is important to establish correct connections between the present
level of development of capitalism and the main trends in its development. To
start from the present concrete data and consider the main trends of develop-
ment as a secondary factor result commentation the capitalist development
unilateraly and showing it more backward than it is. On the contrary, absolu-
tism of the main trends of the development and being satisfied with the compa-
rision of the present stage with the past drives one to the opposite conclusions,
calls up the thought of Turkey being in the last stage of capitalism,in the stage
of monopoly capitalism, in the imperialist stage. On the other hand, it is nece-
sarry not to break the dialectical connection between the productive forces
and relations of production. It is not sufficient to explain the capitalist deve-
lopment in Turkey only from the point of or primarily with the degree of
development of productive forces and bring out its backwardness. This leads to
for example monopoly type of relations not to be noticed. But if one is satis-
fied only with evaluation of this type of relations of production, this time exis-
tance of present monopoly type of relations drives us to the idea that Turkey
has reached to the imperialist stage. In explaining the characteristics of the
development of capitalism in Turkey, we must take the question multisidedly.
In our analysis, we should take into account all characterictics which are typical
of Turkey. That is what has been tried to be done in the Theses. As for the con-
clusion we arrive at can be summerized as follows: Turkey is a agricultural-in-
dustrial country taking place at the lowest line of medium developed countries.
Dominant mode of production in Turkey is capitalism. Relative backwardness
of productive forces, multi-structured nature of production, and dependence
are the characteristics of Turkey's capitalism. Strengthening the positions of
private capitalist monoply capital which increases its influence on the state
enterprises every other day is the main tendency in the economy of Turkey.

Thirdly, It is necesarry to take into account the connection between regula-
rity of uneven development of capitalism and the place of Turkey's capitalism
in the world capitalist system ( in division of labour ) in order to make realis-
tic provisions in regard with development of capitalism.-that is obligatory for
the revolutionary strategy of the party. Because a vulgar conclusion as in medi-
um developed and dependent countries capitalism does not develop is not affir-
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med by the history of our country. The practice testifies the law of unequal
development. The rate of growth in Turkey between the years of 1960 and 1970
is higher than many other countries. Even the present state is characterised as
stagnant, our theory does not disinclude such developments for future. We
must add to this the fact that in the face of socialism imperialism is forced to
give some compromises to the exploited countries such as Turkey. Despite
these factors, the dependent place of Turkey in the impenialist system, as being
an agricultural-industrial country, its place in the capitalist division of labour
( unequal developmet of industrial products at the expense of agricultural
ones),not having the strategical raw material and energy resources enabling him
to change this place proves that actually Turkey will not reach to the level of
developed countries and remaining in the frame of capitalism the gap between
Turkey and other counties will never dissapear.

Conclusions and provisions we arrive from these statement are:

-It is wrong to underestimate the potential of development of capitalism in
Turkey. With the development of capitalism, the main contradiction of capi-
talism, the contradiction between social character of production and its pri-
vate appropriation, between labour and capital will sharpens further. Along-
side with this contradiction, another contradiction springs up from it, a contra-
diction between the monopoly capital and non-monopoly classes and strata
will become more acute. The capitalist development will make the contradic-
tion between ownership of big lands and the peasants will be more antago-
nistic. The contradiction between the Kurdish people under national oppres-
sion and the collaborating oligarchy will be more acute with the capitalist
development which deepens the regional unequalities.

Development of capitalism in Turkey does not alter its dependent and
backward place in the world capitalist system. The gap between developed
capitalist countries and Turkey will continue to deepen in defience of Turkey.
For that reason, unescapably the contradiction between imperialism and the
people of Turkey, and national bourgeoise will be sharpened.

Crisis of capitalism developing under the conditions of dependence, relati-
ve backwardness of productive forces and multi-structurality has a structural
character and it is continuous. It is out of question for Turkey's capitalism to
develop on a relatively peaceful and stable path,.On the contrary, it can develop
by sharpening all these contradictions. On the other hand, in the face of streng-
thening of real socialism, deepening of general crisis of the world capitalist
system, interweaving of periodical crisis with the general crisis makes the world
capitalist system instable as a whole. In presence of the power of the real socia-
lism, constant zigzags appear in the policy of imperialist countries. This situa-
tion becomes a factor unprecedentedly increasing the social,economical and poli-
tical instability of Turkey who is in the aggressive military block of imperialism.

All these, causes and will cause strengthening of the revolutionary process,
but its unequal and contradictory development, increasingly sharpening of the
class struggle, join of various classes and strata in the revolutionary process, and
broadening of its base, but negative conditioning of instable elements, shrink of
the class base of the state apparatus and diffuculties in ruling on the part of
ruling oligarchy, state apparatus becoming more reactionary, its militarisation
and beeoming aggressive, social and political crises following eachother.

Erom the point of the strategy of the party,we drive important conclusi-
ons from th#s analysis.
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Firstly, There are minimum material prerequisites for socialism in Turkey,.
This will be the objective foundation for the revolution to develop as an integ-
ral process. o

Secondly, the ball of contradictions in the yoke of Turkey's capitalism shows
. the revolutionary process will proceed on two main stages (anti-imperia-
list, democratic, popular and a socialist stage). _ ‘

Thirdly, The deep instability of capitalism in Turkey and instability in poli-
tical superstructure caused by this indicates that the first stage of the revolu-
tion (determined by characteristical goals which are forced by the balance of
forces at that moment) will be completed by passing through some stages in
itself.

Forthly, unity of the leading forces and potential forces of revolution in a
front is possible and a necessity. On the other hand, interests of those who join
the revolutionary process necessiates the allience with the socialist countries.

Fifthly, merging of the interests of non-proletarian classes and strata with
the interests of working class and irresoluteness of the national bourgeoisie
who joins in the potential forces of revolution enforces and enables the lea-
dership of the working class.

Sixthly, deep crisis stemming from the conditions of the state power beco-
ming more reactionary and dominance of imperialism on Turkey obstacles
the revolution to progress in a peaceful way.

Seventhly, all these proves the great and increasing importance of subjec-
tive factor in the revolutionary process and points out the main guestion in
preparation of the political army of revolution as to strengthen the CPT.

Past ten years gave us the opportunity to drive above conclusions.

TURKEY IN THE FACE OF INCREASING DANGERS

A trial which was carried on for more than one and a half years in the mili-
tary courts of Istanbul Martial Law Command, a trial which is charactarised as a
shameful event of our days, trial of the leaders of the Peace Committee of Tur-
key has ended with 8 years of imprisonments of 18 and 5 years of 5 peace
fighters. While the sentencement of Peace Committee leaders v-as strongly pro-
tested by democratic public opinion, it once more exposed the anti-peace face
of the fascist dictatorship in Turkey.

This onslaught directed to the peace forces of Turkey can not be considered
separately from the war provocating plans of Washington which where followed
step by step by the military junta of Turkey. Imprisonment sentences of Peace
Committee leaders once more proves that the junta can drive our country and
our people to adventures in accordance with the plans of the USA and for the
selfish interests of the US imperialism.

As a matter of fact, in the days followed by sentence of Peace Committee
leaders and in the days while deployment of nuclear missiles has started in
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number of West European countries and a new round of arms race was started
by the USA, it is not accidental that an organisation called Social and Political
Research Foundation (SISAV) organised a so-called ''Disarmament and Peace
Seminar’' at the end of November. The actual aim of this meeting in which
many speakers were either US military experts or NATO generals was to pre-
pare the public opinion of Turkey for further armament by use of old,worn-out
weapon so-called "'Soviet threat'".

One of the participants of the meeting, Johannes Steinoff, ex-chairman of
Military Council of NATO and a well-known nazi general of Hitler stated:
“Turkey needs the help of its allies in order to meet the growing "'Soviet threat”
and continued: '"Turkish army is the second important army of the allience. At
the same time it is the poorest one form the point of military equipment.”
(Terciiman, November 27, 1983) He also emphasised the 'importance’ of Turkey
as "In the sphere of NATO, one of the three important strategical points is the
eastern region of Turkey. This forgotten front is the shortest way from the point
of Soivets to reach the Middle East and to the heart of Turkey." (Giinaydin,
27 November, 1983). Dr.Angelo Codevilla, the US Senate member boldly put
forward the aim: "It is necessary to protect the coventional weapons which are
extremely expensive. This protection can only possible by means of nuclear
missiles... Otherwise there is no meaning of modernisation of the Turkish army"
(Giinaydin, November 27, 1983) Moreover, he also proposed a military plan to
be prepared by Turkey and when Turkey tells its needs, they all would certainly
be met.

The recent meeting of SISAV was the clear proof of Turkey's place in the
second part of the US plans on deployment of new nuclear missiles in Europe.
[t once more signalled that the USA aims to deploy similar type of missiles in
Turkey also and intends to turn Turkey into a factor of threat against negghbou-
ring peoples of the region. Increasing dangers in face of Turkey was stated by
Comrade Haydar Kutlu General Secretary of the CC of the CPT in his speech
made in the Plenary Meeting of the CC in April 1983 "It is known that, the
US plans are schemed on deployment of nuclear missiles in Turkey following
their deployment in West Europe. If these missiles are deployed in West Europe,
in the second round of arms race, Pentagon, who is after a military superiority
will want to deploy them also in Turkey".
